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What is under consideration?

« An admission requirement that incoming high school students
must have completed one course of quantitative reasoning

* Requirement could be fulfilled by coursework in science, math
or an elective course with a quantitative reasoning foundation

* 96% of CA high schools currently offer a qualifying course that
would enable students to meet the new requirement

AND a course from mathematics, laboratory science or select college
preparatory electives

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Clarifying Misconceptions

* Arequirement that would go into effect immediately

* Arequirement that will disadvantage students who have limited
course access in high school

* Arequirement aimed at changing the composition of the CSU
student population
