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LEGISLATIVE SCORECARD

The California State University (CSU) is the nation’s largest system of public higher
education. The CSU relies heavily on state support to fulfill its mission of providing
access to a high quality education to students. The State Legislature proposes and
passes hills that directly affect the university’s funding and its students, faculty,
staff and facilities.

Just as California has charged the university with educating and graduating
students who are well-prepared for the workforce and for careers in the
businesses and industries that support the state’s economy, the university also
holds the state’s legislative representatives accountable to support the CSU in
achieving its mission and goals.

Each year, bills will be reviewed by the CSU’s Advocacy & State Relations (ASR)
office to qualify for a “scorecard” that tracks consistency with the CSU’s legislative
principles. Bills that impact the university’s ability to serve its students, faculty and
staff will qualify, and bills that have a significant financial impact on the university
(whether it be to eliminate or improve funding) will be considered a priority.

No vote record can tell the total story of a legislator’s actions on issues that
affect higher education. Many bills affecting the CSU system were rejected by
legislators in policy or fiscal committees and did not reach the floor for a vote.
The legislative scorecard does not capture these votes. Future reports will be
expanded to provide more information on actions in the state capitol that impact
the California State University.

This is the first of two reports for the 2011-12 legislative session which captures
the voting trends of each California legislator on key bills that affect the
university and grades each legislator’s vote record. The CSU will release a more
comprehensive scorecard at the conclusion of the second year of the legislative
session in fall 2012,

2011 CSU ACTIVE BILLS

The following bills are reflected in the legislative scorecard and
are those that the CSU took a definitive position and focused on
throughout the first year of the two-year legislative session.

m (CEDILLO) STUDENT FINANCIAL AID

This bill allows undocumented students as defined in AB 130 to be eligible to receive
state and institutional financial aid (such as Cal Grants) beginning 2013 if they qualify
financially. CSU Position: Support

LRELY (BEALL) PUBLIC POSTSECONDARY EDUCATION: PRIORITY ENROLLMENT:
FOSTER YOUTH

This bill requires the CSU, UC and the community colleges to provide priority
registration to foster youth until 2017. CSU Position: Support

[LJXXX] (OLSEN) CALIFORNIA STATE UNIVERSITY: ACQUISITION OR
REPLACEMENT OF MOTOR VEHICLES

This measure gives the CSU permanent authority to purchase vehicles independently
of the Department of General Services. The CSU’s current authority to purchase
vehicles independently expires July 1, 2012. CSU Position: Support

(YEE) PUBLIC RECORDS: AUXILIARY ORGANIZATIONS

This bill creates a Public Records Act-like statute in the Education Code for
CSU auxiliaries while protecting donors’ privacy and proprietary information.
CSU Position: Support

FREL] (CANNELLA) CALIFORNIA STATE UNIVERSITY: TRUSTEES

This measure would eliminate independent campus audits that are duplicative of
CSU systemwide audits, thereby reducing administrative costs of up to $2 million
per year. CSU Position: Support

8:X1E] (COMMITTEE ON VETERANS AFFAIRS) PUBLIC POSTSECONDARY
EDUCATION: VETERANS' ENROLLMENT

This measure grants priority enrollment for coursework to members or former
members of the Armed Forces of the United States within four years of leaving
active duty. CSU Position: Support

8:XEYA (LIEU) PUBLIC EMPLOYEES: ILLEGAL STRIKE DAMAGES

This measure would prevent the Public Employment Relations Board (PERB)
from ordering reimbursement of expenses associated with illegal strikes.
CSU Position: Oppose
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
