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Students urged to apply to CSU before Nov. 30, 2009 
The priority application period for prospective undergraduate students looking to attend a California State University campus in fall 2010 will end on November 30, 2009. That means that at least 12 of the university's 23 campuses will not accept freshmen applications after midnight, Nov. 30, including Fullerton, Long Beach, Pomona, San Diego, San Luis Obispo, Sonoma, San Francisco, Chico, Northridge, Fresno, San Marcos and San Josè. 
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Impacted Campuses 
The campuses mentioned above are impacted, which means that they receive more applications from eligible students than the campus can accommodate and as a result, the only period in which they accept applications is Oct. 1 through Nov. 30. These campuses may require higher admissions criteria for out-of-area students and also may re-route applicants to another CSU campus. 

Non-Impacted Campuses
Other CSU campuses including Humboldt, Sacramento, East Bay, Maritime Academy, Monterey Bay, Stanislaus, Bakersfield, Channel Islands, Dominguez Hills, Los Angeles and San Bernardino are not impacted and will continue to accept applications until they reach their enrollment targets. However, certain majors or programs on these campuses may close by Nov. 30. 

Application closing dates for community college transfers students or those seeking teacher credentials or entry into graduate programs may vary. Students intending to apply to the CSU as first-time freshmen, transfers, graduate students or candidates for teaching credentials next fall should visit the website www.csumentor.edu to complete the online application. CSU Mentor is the best source for updated information on the specific deadlines for each campus and program. 

CSU advises prospective undergraduate students to apply early, have a back-up plan that includes applying to multiple CSU campuses as well as local community colleges and other university systems, and to apply to the campus in their local service area.
