Early Assessment Program 

The Trustees will view a presentation update of the Early Assessment Program exam. The EAP is a collaborative effort among the California State University, California Dept. of Education, and the State Board of Education to help ensure that college-bound high school graduates have the English and mathematics skills expected by CSU faculty. The presentation will include data from the Spring 2006 administration of the EAP exam. Full-scale administration of the EAP began in Spring 2004. Since then, CSU has witnessed growing interest in volunteering for this assessment on the part of California public high school 11th graders, and significant growth in the number of students who took the assessments and received results indicating their college readiness.

Scholarships Awarded

The Trustees will award 19 students the 2006/07 William R. Hearst/CSU Trustees’ Award for Outstanding Achievement. The awards provide $3,000 scholarships to financially needy students who, while enduring personal hardships, have demonstrated superior academic performance and exceptional attributes of merit.

Report on 2007-08 State Support Budget 

The Trustees will see a plan for anticipated revenue and expenditures to support the 2007-08 CSU Budget request to the state. The CSU is planning for a budget augmentation of approximately $264.7 million to the current 2006-07 final budget of $3.8 billion.

Fast Track Approvals

Trustees will consider approving seven new campus academic programs under the CSU academic plan “fast track” provision.  The fast track procedure allows for the rapid launch of programs that meet specific conditions, such as an established academic base in the field, freedom from specialized accreditation requirements, and available facilities. The programs:  Dominguez Hills -- B.S. in biochemistry, B.A. in negotiation, conflict resolution, and peacebuilding; Fresno – B.S. in cognitive science, B.S. in environmental science; Los Angeles – M.S. in environmental science; San Marcos – M.A. in history; Stanislaus – M.S. in genetic counseling. 

Community Service Report

Trustees will view a video presentation on community service during the Educational Policy committee meeting, giving highlights from six campuses – Chico, Humboldt, Monterey Bay, Northridge, San Francisco and San Marcos – that demonstrate what CSU students do everyday for 

their communities. These real-world stories of student engagement are often unknown to the public but are part of what makes the CSU a national leader in the field.

University to Seek Alternative Revenue Sources

The Committee on Finance will discuss strategies to find new revenue opportunities to augment the CSU budget. The plan aims, in part, to help the university system recover from the $524 million in budget cuts made by the state during the 2002-2005 state budget crisis. Additional revenue sources may include land development, philanthropic gifts, sponsored contracts and grants, exclusive provider arrangements and lease backs. The university currently receives revenues from most of these sources and intends to expand those revenues.

2007 Schedule

Trustees will consider a revised schedule of meetings for 2007 to include a meeting in March at San Diego State. All other meetings will be at the system office in Long Beach. The schedule: Jan. 23-24; March 13-14, May 15-16, July 10-11, Sept. 18-19, Oct. 25, Nov. 13-14.
