Old Business

2.
Update on Acceleration of SAM 99 Testing Schedule
Sherry Pickering reminded campuses that the SAM 99 test period closes May 27.  Campuses that converted to CFS in the first and second waves will be running the test file in PRE.  The campuses testing from PRE may produce and submit a SAM 99 file to the SCO beginning Tuesday, May 10.  Campuses converting in wave 3 may run the test file in PSA beginning Monday, May 16, at noon so that their test file for the SCO can be produced using April as a closed month and, based on the conversion methodology, will contain encumbrance data.  Wave 4 campuses need to await the release of a patch by CMS before proceeding with the test.  The patch release is expected late the week of May 9; wave 4 campuses will be contacted via email when the patch is available for download.

Update on Meeting with Fresno Regarding Cost Match in CSU Fund 485
Lily Wang reminded the participants that Fresno volunteered to pilot a process to track cost matches to the correct NACUBO program code.  This has resulted in development of a system-wide template for tracking and recording the information.  In addition, an ICSUAM policy regarding cost sharing is pending approval.  Both the policy and template will be discussed at the June FOA meeting.  Sue DeRosa will issue within the next week a draft of the policy for review prior to the meeting.

Data Warehouse Subcommittee Updates

a)
Sponsored Programs

Sue DeRosa reported that the data warehouse offers more robust reports for sponsored programs.  She is setting up a user group which will work on problems with the sponsored program module and recommend enhancements.

b)
Auxiliary Organizations

Kelly Cox reported that this subcommittee had evolved into a group evaluating dashboards for management reporting rather than being focused on auxiliaries.  Kelly described two types of functionality: fund attribute and the use of multiple account trees.  Users can create custom report groupings via fund attributes to display the data as appropriate.  The dashboards allow auxiliaries to do both GASB and FASB reporting.  Testing is currently under way, with release expected anywhere from the middle to the end of May. Subsequent Event: The Management Reporting Dashboard release date has been changed to June 7th.
c)
FIRMS/GAAP
Lily Wang reported that on April 29 a follow-up telephone conference was held and a walk-through of the previously agreed-upon elements was done.  The CO and Sonoma are currently conducting tests in Development and reporting their findings to the Data Warehouse team.  The test data will then be placed in the Test environment and the CO, Sonoma, Sacramento and San Marcos will continue the testing procedures through May 17.  The Data Warehouse team will make any necessary corrections to the program and expect to deliver the final product by the end of May.  Subsequent event:  The FIRMS/GAAP data warehouse will not be migrated to production at the end of May as scheduled.  Issues were identified during testing that will require time to fix.  The new migration date is mid July, just in time for the GAAP preparation process.
5.
Deadline for 4th Quarter FIRMS Submission

Roberta McNiel stated that this year’s submission date has been extended from July 15 to July 18 due to scheduled CFS maintenance on the evening of July 14.  An email confirming the extension was issued on April 28.
6.
Year-End Support Calls


Lily Wang announced plans for legal close support calls beginning June 7 and running through July 26, from 11:00 a.m. to noon.  These calls are hosted jointly by Financial Services and CMS.  Invitations will be sent to individuals included on the FUG, FSAC and FOA contact lists.  Any informational updates (e.g. directives received from the SCO after CSU’s May financial training sessions) will be presented at the beginning of each meeting as necessary.  Otherwise, this is an open forum to address any problems, issues or questions campuses may have.

Wave 4 campuses advised that the selected meeting times conflict with calls they will be having in connection with their CFS conversions.  Lily responded that she will contact CMS and attempt to resolve the conflict. 
7.
CERF Coded Memo (FS 2011-01)

Kelly Cox advised that on May 6, 2011 the referenced coded memo was issued.  The memo reiterates the necessity to account for CERF monies in accordance with the Education Code.  All CERF revenues and expenditures are required to be recorded in CSU fund 441, exclusive of cost recovery.  Use of the new CSU fund 444, College Partners, is at the option of the campus.  If used, FNAT 129641 should be employed to establish the related PeopleSoft fund.  The memo also defines the use of CSU funds 442, CERF Construction, and 443, CERF Maintenance & Repair/Internally Designated Capital Project.

Campuses were reminded that CERF reserve entries are required.  Compliance with this requirement will be verified through fourth quarter manual edits.  A list of valid reserve object codes is provided in Chapter 3 of the Legal Manual, Section 3.4.2 --- see 5th bullet.
Discussion Items
8.
Legacy Checks: Cancellations & Stop Payments Guideline

Lily Wang reminded the participants that at the March 29 FSAC meeting, Sonoma’s process for cancelling checks issued from the legacy system had been shared.  It has been converted to a generic procedure and will be posted to the CMS website by close of business May 10.     Incorporated into Part V of the document are the Wells Fargo cancellation options.  http://cms.calstate.edu/04_Applications/04B_Finance/CFS90/CFS_App_ModuleAccountsPayable.asp

Participants noted that merchant fees had increased.  Lily stated that this was a topic for a separate discussion.  Austin Davis will research this matter further and will report his findings at the next FSAC meeting. 
9.
Negative Interest at Year-End in CSU Fund 485 Resulting from Interest Payback to the State

Kelly Cox noted that some campuses may see a fund deficit in the CSU fund 485 interest earnings fund due to the Higher Ed Interest Payback to the State being greater than the CSU Consolidated interest earnings received during FY 10/11. However, sufficient earnings have been achieved in prior years to meet the current year’s obligation.  
For FY 2012/2013, the Systemwide Budget Office will reduce the campuses’ GF Base Budget to recognize the state GF reduction and CPOs will no longer be generated to collect the funds. This change will be further discussed at the May 11 FOA meeting. Subsequent Event: This was discussed at the May 11th FOA meeting by Rodney Rideau with no opposition from the campuses.
10.
FIRMS Activity Period 07 Submission Instructions

Homaira Masoud stated that the draft instructions have been released.  Implementation of these submissions will be a topic at year-end financial training.  She has received feedback indicating that campuses are interested in exchanging information on the handling of the submission requirement.  However, meeting participants concluded that this would be difficult to do before the initial attempts to comply are made.  It is recognized that the document is a work-in-progress and is subject to refinement based on experience.  
Homaira asked that each campus provide her with the specific department assigned submission responsibility.  She will issue a formal email making her request and will require response by May 31.
Meeting participants noted that the submission due date included in the instructions (General Instructions section, under the caption “When to File”), “. . . 30 days after the close of CSU fiscal year – by August 1 of each year”, is unclear.  Because the books are closed around the middle of July, 30 days later could be interpreted as mid-August.  Homaira explained that the adjustments must be submitted by August 1 so that Budget can meet its reporting obligations to the state.  The instructions will be changed to specify the due date as August 1.
