GATHERING INFORMATION NEEDED IN ORDER TO EFFECTIVELY LOCALIZE AN SFX SERVER

1. WHAT WE NEED TO KNOW:

A. 
The DATABASES that your library users have access to. A sample spreadsheet is questionnaire-a.xls

B. 
The individual ELECTRONIC JOURNALS that your library users have access to. A sample spreadsheet is questionnaire-b.xls

Please note: questionnaire-b.xls is more important than questionnaire-a.xls.  Try to fill out questionnaire-b.xls before you start questionnaire-a.xls.  Also, if you already keep track of your databases and journals in an external scheme, such as your library catalog or another database or in spreadsheets, let us know and we can try to adapt the information you already have.

2. WHY WE NEED TO KNOW:

A. 
DATABASE information is needed because we need to analyze which databases can be SFX SOURCES and which can be SFX TARGETS. We specifically need VERSION and AUTHENTICATION METHOD information becacuse this affects OpenURL implementation issues. We will then instruct you on what information you need to contact your vendors to tell them to create OpenURLs for you.

B. 
We need JOURNAL information because we want to localize certain items in your sfx_local database. Our database is, in most cases, organized by journal publisher or aggregator (SFX TARGETS), and it already contains information on beginning dates when journals were made available online by publishers. The JOURNAL data we need from you can be described by four types:

1. 
Journal packages where you subscribe to the entirety of the package (all journals that the publisher makes available), for the entire time period that the journal is available online. If you have packages that fall into this category, it is enough to include the name of the package; journal itemization is NOT NECESSARY!.

2A. Journal packages where you subscribe to SOME of the journals in the package for the ENTIRE time period that the journal is available online.

2B. Journal packages where you subscribe to ALL of the journals in the package for SOME of the time period that the journal is available online.

3. 
Journal packages where you subscribe to SOME of the journals in the package for SOME of the time period that the journal is available online.

4. 
Miscellaneous journals that may not belong to any package (free e-journals, for example)

MOST IMPORTANT DATA ITEMS: ISSN, Publisher/Aggregator (or URL), Beginning/Ending dates.  If you do not have ISSNs then please supply titles and we can try to match them to ISSNs already in the SFX database.
