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Subject: Follow-Up to RFP for Math and Science Teacher Initiative Projects —
Information In Response to Questions Asked by Campuses

Campuses have asked questions in four areas related to the Request for Proposals (RFP) for Mathematics and Science Teacher
Initiative Projects. We have provided responses to these four questions below and have given additional detail on one of the items
— the scoring and evaluation of the proposals — on the attached RFP, which is identical to the one distributed to you earlier and
includes this detailed information on proposal rating.

Question #1. May campuses submit more than one proposal?
Response — Campuses may submit only one proposal. In cases where more than one entity on the campus is interested in
submitting a proposal, it is suggested that an integrated proposal be developed that includes the areas of interest of the different

groups on the campus.

Question #2. — What is the funding period for the projects?

Response — This issue is addressed in the RFP is at the bottom of page 2 in the section on Project Timeline. The RFP specifies that
the projects are to begin in the Winter 2006 semester or quarter and are to be for a one-year period for both activities and
expenditures. Funds are anticipated to be awarded for the period January 1, 2006 through December 31, 2006. While technical
carry-over provisions typically would apply to minor unexpended funds, the project and budget period are to be from January 1,
2006 to December 31, 2006, A new RFP is expected to be issued for activities and expenditures beginning January 1, 2007.

Question #3. What is the intent of the proposal category that provides funds for very large growth?

Response — The intent in establishing this category was to fund a very limited number of projects in the range of $100,000 to
$250,000 on campuses that could make unusually large contributions in numbers of added enrollments and credentials awarded,
thereby contributing disproportionately to doubling of credential production systemwide. The proposals typically will feature
innovative programs and/or be distinct in their comprehensive set of initiatives.

Question # 4. — What scoring factors and weighting will be used in evaluating the proposals?
Response — Three factors will be used in evaluating the proposals: (1) the quality of the narrative proposal (55 points), (2) the
impact of the project on credential enrollments and production (30 points), and (3) the proposal budget, including whether it is
justifiable, necessary to achieve the RFP purposes, and cost-effective (15 points). The attached RFP provides more detail on the
scoring factors and weighting that will be used in evaluating the proposals (see pages 3 through 5).
