Coding Conditionally Classified and Fully Classified Postbaccalaureate Certificate Students
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At the workshop in the North, a concern was raised that it did not seem possible to submit a record for a postbaccalaureate student who was conditionally classified or fully classified in a postbaccalaureate certificate program at entry.

Chancellor’s Office staff reviewed system policy, ERS variables, and editing conventions.  To submit records for a postbaccalaureate student who was conditionally classified or fully classified in a postbaccalaureate certificate program at entry, the following values in the following variables should be set:

STUDENT STANDING CODE = 5 (fully classified) or C (conditionally classified)

STUDENT LEVEL CODE = 5 (postbaccalaureate or graduate)

DEGREE OBJECTIVE = ZERO (none)

MAJOR OPTION, CONCENTRATION, OR EMPHASIS CODE = 00000

CREDENTIAL AND SUBJECT MATTER WAIVER OBJECTIVE CODE = 998 (Other Non-CCTC Postbaccalaureate Certificate)

The Chancellors’ Office decided on this ERSS reporting convention in order to avoid creating new ERS variables.
