Second-Wave Proposals


Fall 2008 Implementation

This timeline is subject to change based on WASC and CO workload.

March 2007

Campus submits a WASC Substantive Change application, which will reserve a space on the Substantive Change Committee’s review docket.
March-April 2007

1. Campuses discontinuing a joint Ed.D. program will submit for the Chancellor’s approval a proposal to discontinue their participation in the existing joint program.  
2. Campus must receive Chancellor’s approval of the discontinuation plan before a formal discontinuation process may begin.

March-September 2007

1. Campus-approved Ed.D. programs submitted to Academic Program Planning in the Chancellor’s Office for system-level external and internal reviews, including review by the CSU Ed.D. Faculty Consultation Group. 

2. Campus pays WASC Substantive Change fee and submits WASC Substantive Change Proposal.  Campus sends one electronic copy of the WASC Substantive Change Proposal to APP@calstate.edu.  It is possible that WASC may be able to review second-wave Substantive Change proposals by late summer.
March 2007-January 2008

1. Program proposals undergo review and, if necessary, revision processes and subsequent review.

2. Chancellor’s Office submits proposal to CPEC.

3. Chancellor’s Office submits final approval to Campus.

4. Campus notifies WASC of CSU approval.

February or June 2008

1. WASC approval of Substantive Change, as warranted. 

2. Campus submits WASC Program Start-up Notification form.
