Revisions Due for Some Key Documents

Faculty have been working on changes to these publications related to transfer and articulation:


Executive Order 595.  This document has been guiding systemwide general education policy in the CSU, as it applies to transfer and native students, since 1992.  Faculty felt it was due for a rearranging of sections and updates to wording, but we don’t expect the changes to affect implementation – just to result in a more user-friendly EO.

IGETC Standards.  This is a new compilation and updating of the “IGETC Notes” bulletins issued in the early 1990s.  A proposal endorsed by the Intersegmental Council of Academic Senates (ICAS) is now before faculty from the three segments for their reactions.  It includes some language that, if adopted, would alter (or officially sanction) some of the ways the IGETC pattern of GE certification has been put into effect so far.  Stay tuned to this and other stations for further developments.

GE Course Reviewer Guide.  These are the instructions our office gives to the CSU staff and faculty reviewers who evaluate the outlines you submit for your faculty members.  We share this Guide with you each year, to improve your chances of successful course approvals and respond to last year’s questions.


As soon as these become available, we’ll forward them to you for sharing with interested parties on your campus.  We’ll also make them available to you on the web pages for Academic Program Planning, calstate.edu/app.  Suggestions for making the site work better for you are always welcome. 
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
