The CSU Academic Senate has approved revised standards for the use of Advanced Placement for certification of CSU General Education-Breadth.  

The related Executive Order 365, "Systemwide Credit by Evaluation," is being revised and is expected to be released in late spring 2007.  The revised policy establishes minimum standards for credit earned by examination (such as AP and CLEP) that may be used to certify CSU GE-B and IGETC.  The policy does not address IB, which will be reviewed with the UC in fall 2007.  
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
