For example, the teams wanted a way to list the Challenges for their students, such as lack of high school preparation, interference from other life events, struggles with the adjustment to college, etc. They also wanted a way to capture the way these challenges combine to present multiple obstacles to student success.
We introduced the teams to the use of Student Personas an analysis and design tool. This sample Student Persona in the Guide is from an instructional design project at Tom’s home campus. The teams have begun to create Student Personas to describe the different student needs they want to address (e.g., urban and rural campuses may have some differing Student Personas to reflect their differing student cohorts.)
