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Sally Casanova Pre-Doctoral Scholar and works closely with a California State University faculty sponsor
to develop an overall plan which leads ultimately to enrollment in a doctoral program. Students are
supported to attend events designed to interest students in graduate study and scholarly careers. A major
component ofthe program is the Summer Research Internship wherein scholars have the opportunity to
participate in a structured 8-10 week fully funded research project under the supervision of a professor at
prominent doctoral granting institutions throughout the U.S.

The California Pre-Doctoral Program promotes efforts to improve coordination ofCSU master' s degre e
programs with the doctoral programs of other institutions, so a better pipeline will develop. As in prior
years, a modest amount offaculty travel will be supported so CSU faculty can accompany the selected
students visiting Ph .D. granting institutions. This enables the students to learn more about opportunities
for doctoral study and to establish ongoing faculty-to-faculty relationships with faculty at the doctoral
granting institutions.

A portion of the funding supports the California Graduate Education Forum. The Forum brings together
promisingjuniors, seniors, and master's degree students for a series of workshops covering all aspects of
doctoral work. In addition, each CSU campus receivesa modest amount of funds for supplies and services
so that the campus designated Pre-Doctoral Advisor can collect and disseminate information on doctoral
study. A systemwide Pre-Doctoral Program Coordinator coordinates these activities and participates in
and provides leadership for related programs such as the California Graduate Education Forum.

CSU Summer Arts Program

CSU Summer Arts began in 1986 as a dance program housed on the campus of CSU Long Beach. The
Summer Art program is a multidisciplinary systemwide program offering academic credit, plus a festival
in the visual , performing and literary arts. The academic component offers two-to-four-week residency
workshops in arts education, creative writ ing, dance, mu sic, film/video, theater, performance, visual arts,
and new technology. Students from throughout the California State University system, as well as from
other colleges and universities throughout the nation, are encouraged to appl y, as are practicing teachers,
arts professionals, and serious amateurs in vari ous arts areas. Scholarship s are available to those who
qualify. All courses are coordinated by members of the CSU faculty and are taught by guest artists at the
top of their fields. The summer arts give students the opportunity to come together and share what they
have in common; creative expression.

Campus-Based Programs and Other Costs

Campus-Based Programs represent a significant source of funds that permit campuses, and the CSU in
general, to fund instructional activitie s that lead to the enhancement of the quali ty of campus life. By
using these funds , campus auth ority and managerial discretion is increased. The use of Campus-Based
Program funds allows campuses maximum flexibility in meeting uniqu e campus needs. In keeping with
past lottery revenue budgets, such funds are allocated to achieve maximum impact in enhancing
instruction. In 2006/07 , $43.4 million was used for Campus-Based Programs for support of student
instructional and academic programs.

SECTION II - 2007108 PROJECTED REVENUES AND EXPENDITURES IALLOCATIONS

The Board of Tru stees appro ved the 2007/08 lottery Budget that included projected revenue comprised of
an estimated beginning system reserve balance of $5 million, add itional carryforward of $9 million, new
receipts projected to be $39 million and lottery interest earnings of $0.4 million . CSU will maintain a $5
million reserve of 2007108 projected Lottery revenue to serve as a reserve for econ omic uncertainties and
cash flow variations resulting from fluctuations in lottery receipts, as well as to provide funds for special
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instructional and academic support projects the chancellor may determine are necessary during the fiscal
year.

Table 4 identifies the projected revenues for 2007/08 and the funds approved for allocation.
