Re:  RFP for Supplemental Travel Funds

Last week the Advisory Committee to the Center for Community-Service Learning approved a supplemental allocation of $2200 for faculty travel related to scholarly work in service-learning.  The deadline for applications is April 5 and awards will be announced the following week.  

Faculty Conference Travel Grants: A total of $2200 is available during the remainder of this academic year to support travel to conferences at which individual faculty members will be making scholarly presentations related to service-learning (may be retroactive to January 1, 2001).  First preference will be given to presenters, followed by attendees at service-learning training events.  All recipients will be required to disseminate results in appropriate campus forums. To apply:

a) Describe the conference you would like to attend.

b) Describe your service-learning presentation at the conference, or the possibilities of service-learning training and education at the conference.

c) Has your paper/presentation been accepted?  If not, what is the notification date?

d) What contribution will your service-learning presentation make to the field of service-learning, education or your discipline?

e) How will the conference contribute to your professional development?

f) How will your participation in the conference benefit your students?

g) Are you willing to disseminate the information you receive at your conference to others in your department, college and the university.

h) Provide your name, department and the course number and title of the service-learning class you currently teach of plan to teach.
