Service-Learning Research Funding Available
Thanks to a grant from the CSU Chancellor's Office, funding to support faculty research and scholarship related to service-learning and civic engagement is available from the Students for Community Service Office.  A single professional development award of $400 is available for a faculty member to conduct and/or present scholarly research at conferences and/or via scholarly publications.
Interested faculty should submit a proposal to Chris Fiorentino (chrisf@csufresno.edu).  The proposal should include a description of: (1) the type of research that has/will be conducted; (2) specifics on how the material will be shared with the higher education community (specific conference presentation(s), publication, or both) and; (3) how the professional development funds of $400 will be used to support this scholarly work.  Proposals should be limited to no more than two pages, double spaced.  All funded activities must be completed by June 30, 2005 and should have the prior authorization of your Department Chair.
Based on review of the proposals submitted, a single faculty member will receive the $400 in professional development funds.  These funds will be transferred to the Foundation Account of the faculty member's/department's choice, to be used as indicated in the funding proposal.
