FRESNO STATE FUNDED CAPITAL OUTLAY PROGRAM
Projects in Budget Year
Capital Renewal – McLane Hall E Wing HVAC Renewal PWC $1,730,000
Funds are requested for capital renewal for McLane Hall E Wing (#54) for the replacement/upgrade
of the HVAC systems. The mechanical building system will be upgraded by converting the HVAC
distribution system from a constant air-volume to a variable air-volume system. Energy and utility
efficiency grant funds improvements will be pursued with this project as appropriate.

Faculty Office/Lab Building PWC $10,023,000
The project will construct a new two-story facility (13,000 ASF/21,800 GSF) to house faculty/coaches
offices, locker rooms and a 32 station wet classroom as well as administrative support staff. This will
provide more equitable, logical adjacencies to accommodate men’s and women’s sports programs in
compliance with Title IX and life safety requirements as well as accommodate faculty from
Kinesiology who will utilize not only the new locker facilities, but the wet classroom. The future cost
for equipment is $167,000.

Future Projects (2010/11–2013/14)

Capital Renewal
Funds are requested for capital renewal for the replacement of building components and/or systems
that have exceeded their useful life. Major building systems will be replaced to enable the continued
function and use of an aged facility. The building components renewed will typically include: the
heating, ventilation and air conditioning system, plumbing system, electrical distribution system,
and building exterior skin and window systems. Energy and utility efficiency improvements will be
pursued with this project as appropriate.

Infrastructure, Phase I
The Infrastructure, Phase I project will provide necessary upgrades to the university’s utilities
infrastructure including the electrical system, central chiller plant, the domestic water/irrigation
system, the energy management controls system (EMS), sanitary/sewer system, and the natural gas
system.The project will improve the economy of operations and support sustainable practices.

Infrastructure, Phase II
The Infrastructure, Phase II project upgrades the fire alarm systems, extends the storm water
drainage, and includes a major renovation to the existing Corporation Yard (#99); including
administration buildings for Facilities Management, Agricultural Operations and the Police
Department and accompanying shops and storage facilities. More than 75 percent of the university’s
existing structures were built 30 to 50 years ago.While critical space deficiencies have been remedied
through recent capital improvement projects, a comprehensive program for campuswide fire alarm
improvements has not been established. The current system is technically obsolete and non-
standardized. This project will also allow for the reconfiguration of the Corporation Yard to
accommodate much needed infrastructure, and programmatic changes.

Academic Buildings 8, 9, 10 Renovation
This project will renovate 81,000 ASF in the 40-year-old buildings: Family and Food Sciences (#8),
McKee Fisk (#9) and Social Sciences (#10) to meet health, safety, and other changing code issues.
Programmatic upgrades will be made in some of the laboratories to accommodate changing
technologies. The project will remove hazardous materials, upgrade HVAC and electrical systems,
and address ADA requirements.

Student Services/Joyal Building Renovation
This project will renovate 37,800 ASF in the over 30-year-old Joyal Administration Building (#1) to
meet changing needs, particularly in the area of student services.This project will address fire safety
and ADA requirements, improve indoor air quality, and meet programmatic requirements. These
include the consolidation of many student service functions presently accommodated in housing
services, allowing for a more efficient use of staff and technology.
