POMONA STATE FUNDED CAPITAL OUTLAY PROGRAM

Projects in Budget Year

Capital Renewal PWC $10,000,000
This project will replace building components and/or systems that have exceeded their useful life based on the
manufacturer’s standard, as evaluated. Major building systems will be replaced to enable the continued function and
use of an aged facility. The building components renewed will typically include: the heating, ventilation and air
conditioning system, plumbing system, electrical distribution system, and building exterior skin and window systems.
Energy and utility efficiency improvements will be pursued with these projects as appropriate.

CLA Seismic Upgrade and Remediation PWC $35,787,000
This project will remedy seismic, health, and safety hazards associated with the 121,100 ASF/198,900 GSF building
(#98). The facility was completed in 1993 and sits on an active earthquake fault confirmed in 2001 and is rated at a
seismic Level 6. The university reached a settlement with the contractor regarding latent defects in the waterproofing
of the building and these funds are identified under non-state. The project will also renovate building systems and
interiors for a more efficient facility.

Future Projects (2011/12-2014/15)

Capital Renewal

This project will replace building components and/or systems that have exceeded their useful life based on the
manufacturer’s standard, as evaluated. Major building systems will be replaced to enable the continued function and
use of an aged facility. The building components renewed will typically include: the heating, ventilation and air
conditioning system, plumbing system, electrical distribution system, and building exterior skin and window systems.
Energy and utility efficiency improvements will be pursued with these projects as appropriate.

Administration Building Renovation (Seismic)
This project will renovate the 49,300 ASF/82,000 GSF building (#1) which is rated at a Level 5 and will seismically
upgrade the structure and correct building system infrastructure deficiencies.

Letters, Arts and Social Science Renovation (Seismic)

This project will convert the 49-year-old 42,700 ASF/76,500 GSF facility (#5) into classrooms and administrative and
faculty offices. The facility currently has a total of 1,989 FTE (1,953 FTE in lecture space, 36 FTE in UD laboratory
space), and 59 faculty offices. The renovation will provide an additional 200 FTE of lecture capacity and 50 faculty
offices. New classrooms will be created that allow different teaching and learning pedagogy. The project will remedy
life-safety and accessibility code deficiencies, seismically upgrade the building structure and include new electrical,
mechanical, and plumbing systems, telecommunication services and distribution, fire/life safety systems, and
upgraded energy efficient lighting. The building has a seismic Level 5 rating. This project will also abate hazardous
materials and replace existing roofing and window wall systems. At completion, this facility will render a total of 2,189
FTE (2,153 FTE in lecture space, 36 FTE in UD laboratory space), and 109 faculty offices.

Library Renovation, Phase

This project will renovate floors four through six in the existing six-story Library (#15) (111,700 ASF/140,800 GSF),
including installation of high-density storage systems and wiring for state-of-the-art computing and
telecommunications technology, improvements in ADA access and compliance, fire code compliance, and other life
and safety systems. Building system improvements to exterior enclosure, vertical transportation, and mechanical and
electrical systems are also included in the project scope.

Campus Electrical Upgrade
This project will remove, upgrade, or replace aging or obsolete systems to provide maintainable systems that comply
with the current code requirements and provide future capacity to meet the demands of a growing campus.



POMONA NON-STATE FUNDED CAPITAL OUTLAY PROGRAM

CLA Seismic Upgrade and Remediation PWC $14,510,000
This project will remedy seismic, health, and safety hazards associated with the 121,100 ASF/198,900 GSF building
(#98). The facility was completed in 1993 and sits on an active earthquake fault confirmed in 2001. The University
reached a settlement with the contractor regarding latent defects in the waterproofing of the building and these funds
are identified under non-state. The project will also renovate building systems and interiors for a more efficient
facility.

Future Projects (2011/12-2014/15)

Student Recreation Center

This project will renovate 21,400 ASF/22,900 GSF and build a 79,100 ASF/108,900 GSF addition (#42) to the
existing Darlene May Gymnasium (#41). The existing sports courts and dance studio will be modernized and
refinished. Additional components proposed for the facility include a new three-court gymnasium, an elevated
jogging track, weight/fithess room, five multi-purpose rooms, two racquetball courts, rock climbing wall, wellness
center, social lounge, juice bar, locker rooms, and administrative offices. This project will also replace the existing
campus swimming pool. Proceeding with this project is dependent upon a viable financial plan of the student union
program and qualification for placement in the Systemwide Revenue Bond Program.

Parking Structure Il (2,500 Spaces)

This parking structure (#107) will provide the campus with 2,500 parking spaces in the south quadrant of campus.
Funding will be provided by campus parking reserves and a future bond sale supported by campus parking fees.
Proceeding with this project depends on demonstrated demand, as shown by a parking study; the development of a
viable financial plan of the campus parking program; and qualification for placement in the Systemwide Revenue
Bond Program.

Seismic and ADA Upgrade, Los Olivos

Los Olivos Commons (#70) is a 28,200 GSF dining facility for student housing that is sited on an active earthquake
fault and is structurally deficient in meeting California Building Code requirements. The upgrades to the building will
remedy its structure in conformance with seismic requirements, correct serious accessibility code deficiencies, and
abate asbestos and other hazardous materials present in the areas of alteration. The building has a seismic Level 5
rating. Funding will be provided by existing housing reserves.

Arabian Horse Center Library

This project will construct a single-story 5,600 GSF addition to the existing Arabian Horse Center (#29) and address
seismic deficiencies. The building has a seismic Level 5 rating. The library would house a collection of current and
out-of-print books, publications, papers, photographs, paintings, and other documents of historical importance on the
subject of the Arabian horse. Funding will be from grant money and donors.

Seismic Upgrade, Kellogg West

The Kellogg West Conference Center (#76) is a 43,000 GSF dining and conference facility that is sited adjacent to
an active earthquake fault and is structurally deficient to meet California Building Code requirements. The upgrades
to the building will remedy the building structure in conformance with seismic requirements, correct serious
accessibility code deficiencies, and abate asbestos and other hazardous materials present in the areas of alteration.
The building has a seismic Level 6 rating. The Cal Poly Pomona Foundation will provide the funding.

College of Business Administration, Phase Il

This project will construct a 23,200 ASF/34,600 GSF building (#126) providing meeting rooms and community
outreach space for the College of Business Administration. This project is the second of a two-phase development
that addresses the College of Business Administration’s instructional space needs. Funding for the project will be
from donors.

Center for Animal and Veterinary Science Education

This project will construct a 25,400 ASF/43,000 GSF two-story building (#155) providing instructional support space
for the College of Agriculture. The project includes a modern small/large animal clinic, research laboratories, a
teaching arena, a veterinary pharmacy, and a dormitory facility. Funding for the project will be from donors.

Capital Renewal — Library I, Air Handler Renewal PWC $9,000,000
This project will replace air handling units in Library | (#40), a 211,800 GSF building constructed in 1974 and have
exceeded their useful life. The units will be replaced to enable the continued function and use of this aged facility.

Future Projects (2011/12-2014/15)

Capital Renewal

This project will replace building components and/or systems that have exceeded their useful life based on the
manufacturer’s standard, as evaluated. Major building systems will be replaced to enable the continued function and
use of an aged facility. The building components renewed will typically include: the heating, ventilation and air
conditioning system, plumbing system, electrical distribution system, and building exterior skin and window systems.
Energy and utility efficiency improvements will be pursued with these projects as appropriate.

Sequoia Hall (Science) Remodel

This project will remodel 68,200 ASF/109,000 GSF in Sequoia Hall (#36) that was vacated by the campus computing
and communications services and the chemistry and biological sciences departments, resulting in the elimination of
existing uses totaling 1,603 FTE (-1,330 FTE in lecture space, -161 FTE in LD laboratory space, -112 FTE in UD
laboratory space), and 12 faculty offices. This remodel will provide 2,114 FTE (2,085 FTE in lecture space, 28 FTE in
LD laboratory space, 11 FTE in UD laboratory space), and 110 faculty offices. With the completion of the Academic
Information Resource Center and Science Il, Phase 2, the remodeled facility will provide space for the criminal
justice, English, geography, and history departments. The overall effect on campus capacity is a net gain of 521 FTE
(755 FTE in lecture space, -133 FTE in LD laboratory space, -101 FTE in UD laboratory space), and -3 faculty
offices.

Science I, Phase 2 (Equipment)

This project will equip an 81,500 ASF/134,800 GSF science replacement facility (#56A), accommodating 924 FTE
(596 FTE in lecture space, 214 FTE in LD laboratory space, 114 FTE in UD laboratory space), 77 graduate research
stations, and 77 faculty offices. Also included in the project are animal quarters, a planetarium, and a science
museum. Space in Sequoia Hall will be taken off-line as a secondary effect of this project, reducing capacity by
90 FTE in LD laboratory space and 103 FTE in UD laboratory space. Following completion of the Science Il building
the project will demolish the existing Brighton (#12) and Humboldt (#13) Halls resulting in a reduction of 1,852 FTE
(1,782 FTE in lecture space, 40 FTE in LD laboratory space, 30 FTE in UD laboratory space), and 77 faculty offices.
The net result will decrease campus capacity by 1,121 FTE (-1,186 FTE in lecture space, 84 FTE in LD laboratory
space, and -19 FTE in UD laboratory space). The planetarium equipment will be funded with non-state sources. The
project will occupy two wings (#56A and 63), constructed sequentially to enable the immediate completion of large
lecture space that will provide surge space needed to complete the project.

Infrastructure Upgrade, Phase llI

This project will upgrade and extend the storm water collection system, irrigation pumps, natural gas distribution
system, chilled water piping, and the domestic water distribution system. Also included is construction of a South
Central Plant with a cogeneration unit with an extension of the chilled water and heating hot water distribution
systems from the new South Central Plant to the south campus to serve new buildings.

Classroom Il

This project will construct a 100,000 ASF/161,500 GSF building (#97) to house the education and nursing
departments, and speech pathology. It will provide for 2,968 FTE (2,619 FTE in lecture space, 164 FTE in LD
laboratory space, 185 FTE in UD laboratory space) and 193 faculty offices. The project includes an assessment
center with extensive file space, a teacher preparation area, graduate research space, special speech and hearing
labs, and a community health and wellness clinic, along with administrative office space. After Classroom Il is
completed, El Dorado Hall (#59) and Douglas Hall (#4) will be vacated and demolished, and Eureka Hall (#38) will
be vacated and renovated for administrative use, resulting in losses of 3,451 FTE in lecture space, 36 FTE in LD
laboratory space, 33 FTE in UD laboratory space, and 129 faculty offices. The overall net effect to capacity is a
decrease of 552 FTE (-832 FTE in lecture space, 128 FTE in LD laboratory space, 152 FTE in UD laboratory space),
and an increase of 64 faculty offices.

Future Projects (2011/12-2014/15) (continued)

Performing Arts Center

This project will construct a 53,600 ASF/78,600 GSF 1,200-seat auditorium (#30) accommodating 608 FTE
(582 FTE in lecture space, 26 FTE in LD laboratory space) and 20 faculty offices for speech, drama, dance, and
music.

Eureka Hall (Education) Remodel
This project will remodel the 37,600 ASF/59,500 GSF Eureka Hall (#38). The remodeled facility will house the
campus administration, which is currently located in an overcrowded Sacramento Hall (#1).

Library Remodel

This project will renovate 148,800 ASF/211,800 GSF of open stack area, special materials storage, reader stations,
archive and administrative space in the existing library (#40). The project will correct the library’s deficiencies by
reorganizing the existing space to support current teaching and learning modes, efficient circulation, and student
reading room.

Engineering Il

This project will construct a new 77,500 ASF/102,700 GSF facility (#105) for the mechanical and civil engineering
departments. The facility will accommodate 707 FTE (410 FTE in lecture space, 297 FTE in UD laboratory space),
and 40 faculty offices. After completion of Engineering Il, Santa Clara Hall (#14) will be demolished, resulting in a
loss of 78 FTE (-10 FTE in LD laboratory space, -68 FTE in UD laboratory space), and 9 faculty offices. The net
effect of the project is an increase of 629 FTE (410 FTE in lecture space, -10 FTE in LD laboratory space, 229 FTE
in UD laboratory space), and 31 faculty offices.

Art Complex

This project will construct a 34,600 ASF/51,000 GSF facility (#51) for the art department. The complex will
accommodate 313 FTE (147 FTE in lecture space, 125 FTE in LD laboratory space, 41 FTE in UD laboratory space),
and 25 faculty offices. Also included in the project is graduate research space, a gallery, and support space. After
completion of the Art Complex, Kadema Hall (#7) and the Art Sculpture Lab (#82) will be demolished, resulting in a
loss of 276 FTE (-163 FTE in lecture space, -45 FTE in LD laboratory space, -68 FTE in UD laboratory space), and
19 faculty offices. The net effect of the project is an increase of 37 FTE (-16 FTE in lecture space, 80 FTE in LD
laboratory space, -27 in UD laboratory space), and 6 faculty offices.

Perimeter Road, Phase Il

This project will complete the relocation of State University Drive East to the base of the American River levee and
north of the residence halls complex. Also included in this project is a new pedestrian bridge from the residence halls
to the main campus, and a new entrance from Folsom Boulevard.

Future Projects (2011/12-2014/15)

Recreation Wellness Center, Phase Il

This project will construct a 125,300 ASF/176,000 GSF Event Center (#109) near Phases | and |l of the Recreation
Wellness Center. The Event Center is a multi-purpose sports and entertainment venue with seating capacity of
8,000. The center will include retail space, concessions, locker/shower rooms, and support rooms. This facility will
support concerts, athletic and family events serving the campus and regional communities year-round. The project
will be funded through a third party developer.

Student Housing, Phase Il (600 Beds)

This project will mirror Phase | with 152,500 ASF/209,000 GSF. The master plan scope proposes to replace the
existing dormitories with the new eight-story building (#25). The proposed project will house 600 students in a
combination of suites and apartment-style units. Proceeding with this project is dependent upon a viable financial
plan, qualification for placement in the Systemwide Revenue Bond Program, and approval by the Housing Proposal
Review Committee and the chancellor.

Café

This project will construct an upscale restaurant (#118) located on the campus side of the American River levee. The
café will be an 8,000 ASF/10,600 GSF, two- to three-story structure with a seating capacity of 150-200. Funding will
be provided through a public-private partnership.

Recreation Wellness Center, Phase IV

This project will replace the existing stadium (#60) with a 79,500 ASF/106,000 GSF permanent concrete structure to
accommodate 20,000 seats with room to expand to 24,000 seats. This facility will house football, track & field, and
soccer events. In addition to the seating, the structure will include concessions, permanent restrooms, luxury boxes,
and retail space. Proceeding with this project is dependent upon donor funding, a viable financial plan and
qualification for placement in the Systemwide Revenue Bond Program.

Science I, Phase 2 (Equipment)
This project will equip the 81,500 ASF/134,800 GSF of new construction for the Science Il, Phase 2 replacement
facility (#56A). The project will provide equipment for the planetarium and science galleries.

Parking Structure IV (4,800 Spaces)

This project will construct a 4,800-space facility (#115) on a surface lot on the south side of campus. The parking
complex will provide additional space to service the stadium, three future classroom buildings, and the University
Union. The project will be financed through the sale of revenue bonds repaid with parking fees. Proceeding with this
project will depend on demonstrated demand, as shown by a parking study; the development of a viable financial
plan of the campus parking program; and qualification for placement in the Systemwide Revenue Bond Program.

Student Housing, Phase Ill (600 Beds)

This project will mirror Phase 1l with 152,500 ASF/209,000 GSF. The master plan scope proposes to replace the
existing dormitories with the new eight-story building (#25). The proposed project will house 600 students in a
combination of suites and apartment-style units. Proceeding with this project is dependent upon a viable financial
plan, qualification for placement in the Systemwide Revenue Bond Program, and approval by the Housing Proposal
Review Committee and the chancellor.

Capital Renewal — Central Plant Boiler Replacement PWC $7,000,000
This project will include complete renovation and replacement of the nearly 40-year-old high pressure boilers. This
project will continue and ensure proper temperature control and preempt disruptions by replacing non-energy
efficient boilers with those that will be fully code compliant, energy efficient and designed to meet current campus
needs.

Future Projects (2011/12-2014/15)

Capital Renewal

This project will replace building components and/or systems that have exceeded their useful life based on the
manufacturer’s standard, as evaluated. Major building systems will be replaced to enable the continued function and
use of an aged facility. The building components renewed will typically include: the heating, ventilation and air
conditioning system, plumbing system, electrical distribution system, and building exterior skin and window systems.
Energy and utility efficiency improvements will be pursued with these projects as appropriate.

Theatre Arts Addition (Equipment)

This project will equip the building addition (#33) for the College of Arts and Letters. The new construction
(38,000 ASF/70,000 GSF) will contain a 500-seat performance auditorium with requisite support space, rehearsal,
and recital areas. It will also provide interdisciplinary classroom space, a dance studio and music teaching labs to
fully support the music and the theatre arts programs. When completed, this project will provide 205 FTE (182 FTE
in lecture space, 23 FTE in LD laboratory space), and 6 faculty offices.

Library Renovation

This project will renovate 67,000 ASF of the existing Pfau Library (#9). The project will connect the remaining two
floors of the existing library and the library addition (#61) to provide a fully integrated library program. The renovation
will result in relocating lecture space to other non-capacity space. Most crucial, as this building is over 30 years old,
all building system deficiencies and code violations will be corrected and hazardous materials abated. In addition
compact shelving will be added in the basement for approximately 100,000 volumes.

Utility Infrastructure Improvements

This project will upgrade the existing utility distribution system on campus by adding 800 tons of chiller capacity and
expand the existing central plant (#4D) by 3,000 GSF to serve the planned growth on campus. The project will
renovate the existing facility to meet ADA and building code requirements. Additional offices will be created out of
the vacated storage areas to meet anticipated staff increases.

University and Distance Learning Center

This project will construct a 42,200 ASF/64,900 GSF facility (#3A) to replace the existing Chaparral Hall (#3), which
was built in 1965 and is functionally obsolete. The new facility will accommodate 292 FTE (220 FTE in lecture space
and 72 FTE in LD laboratory space) for the theater academic programs in the College of Arts and Letters. A net
reduction of 25 FTE (13 FTE in LD laboratory space and 12 FTE in UD laboratory space) will occur as a secondary
effect of renovating Chaparral Hall, converting its use from the education department to distance learning support
facilities (audiovisual equipment room and central controls). The net result is 267 FTE (220 FTE in lecture space, 59
FTE in LD laboratory space, and -12 FTE in UD laboratory space).

Future Projects (2011/12-2014/15)

Children’s Center (PDC)

This project will construct a 7,000 ASF/11,700 GSF building (#9) to collocate services to provide for the care and
treatment of autistic and other children. Interview and observation rooms, a meeting room, as well as administrative
and support spaces are to be included in this facility to serve the campus community.

Civil Engineering Building

This project will construct a 16,600 ASF/25,000 GSF building (#54) to house the civil engineering program. It will
provide space to accommodate an anticipated academic offering in this area of study. The program is in process of
being developed and implementation depends on the receipt of donations.

Arena Access Bridge

This project will construct an accessible path of travel from the new Parking Structure (#102) to serve the arena
within the Health and Physical Education Complex (#34). It will include the construction of a pedestrian bridge,
elevator and stair structure, and a new entrance, from the north, to the lobby for the arena facility. Proceeding with
the project will depend on the development of a viable financial plan and qualification for placement in the
Systemwide Revenue Bond Program.

Student Residences No. 3 (500 Beds)

This project will construct a new 68,500 ASF/100,700 GSF student residence (#44) to add 500 beds to support
student housing needs. The addition of student housing contributes to reducing commuter trips and possibly
reducing greenhouse gas emissions. In addition, residential programs are significant factors in student academic
success and the creation of a vibrant campus community.

Grandstand for Baseball

This project will construct a 22,400 ASF/32,000 GSF baseball stadium (#67) with a permanent 1,000-seat
grandstand as the first priority program of the athletics master plan. The grandstand will meet the criteria for Division
Il athletics competition with an ability to meet Division | criteria in the future. It will also provide support facilities
including scoreboard, sound system, locker facilities, press box, lighting and fencing. Funding will be provided
through donations.

Extended Learning Addition

This project will construct an 11,200 ASF/18,000 GSF facility (#60) to support the community’s extended educational
needs. It will provide a variety of appropriate learning spaces to support an array of programs designed to encourage
life-long learning, skill updates, and help the community keep current in a range of fields.

Capital Renewal — Physics/Physics Astronomy: PWC $14,000,000
HVAC, Electrical, Fire, Mechanical

This project will replace various building components and/or systems that have exceeded their useful life. Major
building systems, including HVAC, electrical, fire safety, accessibility hardware, and elevators, will be replaced to
enable the continued function and use of an aged facility. The building components renewed will address obsolete
systems and correct insufficiencies, code, and ADA non-compliance and reduce exposure to casualty or loss of use.

Engineering Building North Addition, Phase 1 P $2,260,000
This project will construct a 42,000 ASF/65,000 GSF Engineering Building Addition (#119) to the north and adjacent
to the current Engineering Building (#19) on land presently occupied by CAM Lab (#22) and by Physical Plant Shops
(#201). It will provide 68 FTE (8 FTE in LD laboratory space, 60 FTE in UD laboratory space) and incorporate
relocation of the displaced facilities. A new multi-story facility is envisioned to accommodate the needs of the
engineering curriculum and the departmental offices of the College of Engineering. In order to accommodate the
building addition, the project includes the deconstruction of Physical Plant Shops (#201) and the adjacent CAM Lab
(#22) and the construction of a warehouse replacement facility of 9,900 ASF/10,800 GSF as part of the Physical
Plant/Corporation Yard (#115) in Parking Lot X. The future cost for working drawings, construction, and equipment is
$59,040,000.

Future Projects (2011/12-2014/15)

Capital Renewal

This project will replace building components and/or systems that have exceeded their useful life based on the
manufacturer’s standard, as evaluated. Major building systems will be replaced to enable the continued function and
use of an aged facility. The building components renewed will typically include: the heating, ventilation and air
conditioning system, plumbing system, electrical distribution system, and building exterior skin and window systems.
Energy and utility efficiency improvements will be pursued with these projects as appropriate.

Storm/Nasatir Halls Renovation (Equipment)

This project will equip the Storm/Nasatir Halls Renovation. This project is a secondary effect to the construction of
the Arts and Letters building (#90). Through a combination of replacement facilities, an addition, and a renovation,
the project will provide lecture space, LD and UD laboratory space and faculty offices. This project is dependent
upon state and non-state funding from the Aztec Shops and the Associated Students.

Engineering Building Renovation, Phase 2

This project will allow for the reassignment and renovation of 65,000 ASF/98,000 GSF of existing space in the
current Engineering Building (#19) to accommodate a net of 105 FTE (56 FTE in lecture space, -28 FTE in LD
laboratory space, 77 FTE in UD Laboratory space), and -40 faculty offices to address growing needs for
multidisciplinary curriculum within the existing building. The project anticipates the demolition of the adjacent
Engineering Laboratory (#5) and Industrial Technology (#9) which are outdated, inflexible, and have aging
infrastructure. The renovation project will continue to accommodate a part of the College of Engineering in updated
space which is able to address emerging programmatic needs in construction management, environmental
engineering, and bioengineering.

Engineering Building South Addition, Phase 3

This project will construct a 43,600 ASF/72,600 GSF Engineering Building Addition (#119) to the south and adjacent
to the existing Engineering Building (#19) on land currently occupied by the Engineering Laboratory (#5) and
Industrial Technology (#9). It will provide a net of 207 FTE (219 FTE in lecture space, -12 FTE in LD laboratory
space), and 78 faculty offices. The College of Engineering is growing and must accommodate growth in programs in
construction management, environmental engineering, and bioengineering. A new multi-story specialized facility is
envisioned to accommodate the comprehensive array of academic programs.

College of Education Building

This project will construct a 59,800 ASF/99,000 GSF building (#105) in Parking Lot D on the east side of the main
campus. The building will house the College of Education and will provide capacity for 1,091 FTE (1,012 FTE in
lecture space, 79 FTE in UD laboratory space), and graduate laboratory space. The 27 faculty offices currently
located in the Education building (#6) will be demolished resulting in a net of 123 faculty offices. The vacated area
will provide needed campus green space in the campus core.

Physical Plant/Corporation Yard and Expand Campus Infrastructure

This project will construct a new 12,200 ASF/14,000 GSF maintenance and shop facilities (#115), and a 30,000 GSF
enclosed Corporation Yard in Parking Lot X. The project will supplement the existing facility (#24) resulting in a
55,000 GSF Corporation Yard and 45,000 ASF Physical Plant facility.

Imperial Valley Campus Calexico Classroom Building

This project will construct a 20,400 ASF/33,300 GSF classroom building to accommodate the increase in student
population and replace the existing temporary facility (#20). This building will provide 240 FTE in lecture space to
serve foreseeable growth.

Communication Building Renovation

This project will renovate the existing 25,700 ASF/43,200 GSF building (#12), built in 1942, which currently
accommodates 402 FTE (354 FTE in lecture space, 48 FTE in LD laboratory space), and self-instruction
laboratories. The project will convert 21 two-station faculty offices to 28 single-station faculty offices, resulting in a
net loss of 14 faculty offices.

College of Business Building

This project will construct a four-story building (#107) in Parking Lot F, on the east side of College Avenue. The
110,000 ASF/170,000 GSF building will consolidate the College of Business, currently split between the Student
Services East Building (#59) and the Business Administration Building (#37). The project will accommodate 120
faculty offices and department office suites. The secondary effect will allow vacated space in these latter two
buildings to be used for adjacent programs and faculty offices. This project is dependent upon state and non-state
donor funding.

Storm/Nasatir Halls Renovation (Equipment)

This project will equip the Storm/Nasatir Halls Renovation. This project is a secondary effect to the construction of
the Arts and Letters building (#90). Through a combination of replacement facilities, an addition, and a renovation,
the project will provide lecture space, LD and UD laboratory space and faculty offices. This project is dependent
upon state and non-state funding from the Aztec Shops and the Associated Students.

Plaza Linda Verde, Phase | (600 Beds)

This project will construct a mixed-use development project on the south side of the San Diego State University
Transit Center. It is bounded by the Transit Center, College Avenue, Montezuma Place, and Montezuma Road. The
proposed project will include student housing and retail to compliment the transit center. The first phase will consist
of two multi-story structures which include retail on the ground floor and student residential apartments above.
Parking to support retail traffic is to be provided in a structure at the corner of Lindo Paseo and Montezuma Place.

Alvarado Suites Hotel

This project will construct a four-story, 60,000 GSF suite-style hotel (#160) on a 2.1-acre site that is currently a
portion of Parking Lot C, north of the existing Villa Alvarado residence hall apartments. The hotel will consist of
approximately 100-120 rooms and studio suites. The general plan will follow branded concepts offered by major
hotel developers. Site parking for 130-140 vehicles will be incorporated in the design. The hotel will provide
practicum experience for the Hospitality and Tourism Management curriculum. The project will proceed based on a
viable financial plan and partnership arrangements.

Student Housing, Phase | (800 Beds)

This project will construct a ten-story, 800 bed suite-style student housing complex (#62) on a site adjacent to the
existing Cuicacalli residence hall complex. The design will complement the existing residence halls and dining
center. The site is currently Parking Lot G. The project will proceed based on a viable financial plan and qualification
for the Systemwide Revenue Bond Program.

U Lot Student Residence Hall (800 Beds) (750 Spaces)

This project will construct a new ten-story, 800-bed student housing facility (#167) atop a 750-space parking
structure. The new building is adjacent to the existing Chapultepec Residential Hall complex. The design will be
compatible with the campus architectural theme. Proceeding with this project is dependent upon a viable financial
plan and qualification for placement in the Systemwide Revenue Bond Program.

Plaza Linda Verde, Phase Il (600 Beds)

This project will complete a mixed-use development project to be constructed south and east of the San Diego State
University Transit Center. Some of the land, east of College Avenue and north of Montezuma Road, is planned for
future acquisition by the campus and some is currently owned by the campus. The proposed project is to include
student housing and retail to compliment the Transit Center and bolster the availability of such uses for the campus
community. Retail supporting structured parking is also included. This portion of this second phase, located east of
College Avenue, will consist of two multi-story structures which feature retail on the ground and student residential
apartments above. The other portion of this phase of student housing, to be built on land west of Campanille Drive
between Montezuma Road and Lindo Paseo, consists of two multi-level parking structures.

Adobe Falls Housing, Phase | (48 Units)

This project will construct affordable housing (#181) for faculty and staff on campus property north of I-8. Phase | will
supply infrastructure and construct up to 48 units. The multi-tiered low-density residential community will include
circulation and open space available to the occupants and neighbors. The project will be funded by an outside
development interest that will lease the property from the university, finance, own, and operate the project for the
lease term with eventual transfer of ownership to the university.

Student Housing, Phase Il (1,600 Beds)

This project will construct new student housing facilities on the site of two existing 1950s red brick dormitories; Maya
and Olmeca Halls (#46 and 47). The demolition of these two 212-bed buildings will follow the completion of Phase I.
This project will consist of two eight-story towers (#63 and 64) of suite-style student housing with a total of 1,600
beds and a new two-story, 15,000 GSF facility for the Office of Housing Administration and the Residential Education
Office (#65). The design will complement the existing residence halls and dining center at the Cuicacalli complex.
The project will proceed based on a viable financial plan and qualification for the Systemwide Revenue Bond
Program.

Land Acquisition — Alvarado Campus (850 Spaces)

This project will acquire 7.5 acres to accommodate 850 surface parking spaces. The site, owned by the San Diego
State University Foundation, houses tenants and university research projects that will need to be relocated to other
sites. The campus master plan revision has increased the enrollment ceiling at the university from 25,000 FTE to
35,000 FTE. Additional land is necessary to accommodate this growth. Funding will be provided by campus parking
reserves and a future bond sale supported by campus parking fees. Proceeding with this project depends on
demonstrated demand, as shown by a parking study; the development of a viable financial plan of the campus
parking program; and qualification for placement in the Systemwide Revenue Bond Program.

Alvarado Tenant Decant Building

This project will construct a new 80,000 ASF/100,000 GSF facility (#104) to house the current occupants of the
SDSU Foundation facilities at Alvarado Park. The site for the Alvarado Tenant Replacement Building will be part of
the reuse of the land currently occupied by Parking Lot D. Proceeding with this project is dependent upon a viable
financial plan and qualification for placement in the Systemwide Revenue Bond Program.

Parking Structure 9 (1,840 Spaces)

This project will construct a new multi-level structure (#170) providing 1,840 spaces on surface parking lots at the
east end of the Alvarado Campus to accommodate campus needs to master plan build-out for this end of the
university campus. Funding will be provided by campus parking reserves and a future bond sale supported by
campus parking fees. Proceeding with this project depends on demonstrated demand, as shown by a parking study;
the development of a viable financial plan of the campus parking program; and qualification for placement in the
Systemwide Revenue Bond Program.

Villa Alvarado Residence Hall Expansion

This three-story, 200-bed apartment facility (#166) will be sited on the existing surface parking Lot C adjacent to the
existing Villa Alvarado student housing complex. This project is proposed as a part of the overall campus goal of
increasing on-campus student housing. Proceeding with this project is dependent upon a viable financial plan and
qualification for placement in the Systemwide Revenue Bond Program.

Imperial Valley Campus Brawley Academic Building 2

This project will construct a new 18,600 ASF/30,000 GSF building (#102) to house lecture space. It will augment
student services and capacity space currently accommodated in a 10,000 GSF non-state building. The new building
will provide lecture space for 240 FTE. Also included in the project are site utilities, an access road, and a parking
lot. This project will be funded by Aztec Shops and leased to the university for academic use. Proceeding with this
project is dependent upon a viable financial plan and qualification for placement in the Systemwide Revenue Bond
Program.

College of Business Building

This project will construct a four-story building (#107) in Parking Lot F. Funding from donors will provide for
62,400 ASF/96,000 GSF to complement the state spaces in this 110,000 ASF/170,000 GSF building. The facility will
accommodate special institutes, the Executive Education Center, and other programs. The project is dependent
upon state funding and non-state donor funding.

Adobe Falls Housing, Phase Il (300 Units)

The Adobe Falls project (#180) will construct affordable housing for faculty and staff on 32 acres. The project will
construct up to 300 living units. The multi-tiered low-density residential community will include circulation and
landscaped open space available to the occupants and the surrounding neighborhood. The project will be funded by
an outside development interest with eventual transfer of ownership to the university.

Conference Center

This project will construct a new three-story 70,000 GSF building (#66) to house a campus conference center. The
location is adjacent to the Music, Drama and ENS Buildings which together form the theater district concept for the
central campus. The facility will accommodate special events and programs in a set of meeting rooms, an
auditorium, and breakout rooms complimented with space for staff offices and catering services. The Conference
Center will enhance on-campus cultural and entertainment options. Proceeding with this project is dependent upon a
viable financial plan and qualification for placement in the Systemwide Revenue Bond Program.

SAN FRANCISCO STATE FUNDED CAPITAL OUTLAY PROGRAM

Projects in Budget Year

Capital Renewal PwWC $12,000,000
This project will replace building components and/or systems that have exceeded their useful life based on the
manufacturer’'s standard, as evaluated. Major building systems will be replaced to enable the continued function and
use of an aged facility. The building components renewed will typically include: the heating, ventilation and air
conditioning system, plumbing system, electrical distribution system, and building exterior skin and window systems.
Energy and utility efficiency improvements will be pursued with these projects as appropriate.

Joint Library: J. Paul Leonard Library and Sutro Library E $5,419,000
This project will equip the existing 200,000 ASF/282,000 GSF library building (#22) and the new addition. The
existing building has a seismic Level 6 rating. The 80,000 ASF/114,000 GSF addition (#22A) will house the
automated storage and retrieval system and integrated instructional resources for local and remote access to print,
nonprint, and electronic resources. Integrated instructional resources address the need for the facilities to support
electronic information, instruction, and delivery. This project is dependent upon state and non-state funding.

Creative Arts Building, Phase 1 PWC $57,770,000
This project will construct Phase 1 of a new 169,500 ASF/242,200 GSF Creative Arts Building (#75) at Lot 41. The
project will be constructed in three phases to accommodate the College of Creative Arts program and to meet the
campus’s need for a 1,200-seat auditorium. The first phase will construct a 46,200 ASF/66,000 GSF facility to house
classrooms, faculty offices, and a 1,200-seat auditorium. This phase will provide for a total of 240 FTE in lecture
space and 10 faculty offices. Phase 2 will house programs for Theatre Arts, a 500-seat little theater, a 250-seat black
box theater and additional faculty offices. Phase 3 includes the final addition to house Broadcast and Electronic
Communication Arts (BECA) and the Music and Dance departments. This project is dependent upon state and non-
state funding. The future cost for equipment is $3,253,000.

Future Projects (2011/12-2014/15)

Capital Renewal

This project will replace building components and/or systems that have exceeded their useful life based on the
manufacturer’s standard, as evaluated. Major building systems will be replaced to enable the continued function and
use of an aged facility. The building components renewed will typically include: the heating, ventilation and air
conditioning system, plumbing system, electrical distribution system, and building exterior skin and window systems.
Energy and utility efficiency improvements will be pursued with these projects as appropriate.

Creative Arts Building, Phase 2

This project will construct a 46,400 ASF/66,300 GSF addition to the Creative Arts Building (#75) to house Theatre
Arts, a 500-seat little theater and a 250-seat black box theater, programs for the Theatre Arts and faculty offices.
This phase will provide a total of 350 FTE (233 FTE in lecture space, 29 FTE in LD laboratory space, 88 FTE in UD
laboratory space), and 21 faculty offices. This project is dependent upon state funding and donor funding.

Creative Arts Building, Phase 3

This project will construct a 76,900 ASF/109,900 GSF addition to the Creative Arts Building (#75) for Broadcast and
Electronic Communication Arts (BECA) and Music and Dance departments in Theatre Arts Department. This phase
will provide a total of 866 FTE (550 FTE in lecture space, 98 FTE in LD laboratory space, 218 FTE in UD laboratory
space), and 77 faculty offices. This project is dependent upon state funding and donor funding.

BSS Classroom Replacement Building

This project proposes to occupy the site of the Creative Arts Building (#7) with a new 61,700 ASF/98,000 GSF
building (#10) for the College of Behavioral and Social Sciences currently located in the existing Humanities and
Social Sciences (HSS) building (#3). HSS cannot be retrofitted to meet current seismic requirements and does not
provide adequate instructional or faculty office space to meet current or projected needs. The first phase of
construction will demolish the existing Creative Arts Building (#7) and clear the site. When completed, this new
building (#10) will provide 2,014 FTE (1,862 FTE in lecture space, 62 FTE in LD laboratory space, 90 FTE in UD
laboratory space), and 156 faculty offices. The net gain is 993 FTE (1,114 FTE in lecture space, 21 FTE in LD
laboratory space, -142 FTE in UD laboratory space), and -52 faculty offices.
