DESCRIPTION:
This Amendment extends the term of the Agreements for an additional one (1) year period. It also revises and replaces Rider B, Agreement General Provisions and changes the Project Administrator for the Agreements to Thomas Kennedy, Chief of Architecture and Engineering for Capital Planning, Design and Construction at the CSU Office of the Chancellor, (562) 951-4129.
The master enabling agreements with the above firms establish Systemwide seismic peer review services for public works projects submitted by the California State University. Each campus and administrative office of the California State University may engage the services of the listed Service Providers. Campuses shall execute a Service Authorization Order in accordance with the provisions in Exhibit A to secure seismic peer review services under these Agreements. Independent peer review is an objective technical review by a knowledgeable reviewer experienced in the structural design related to seismic resistance, analysis, and performance. The Service Provider shall conduct an independent peer review with oversight of the Seismic Review Board (SRB). The Peer Reviewer shall cooperate with the SRB and respond in a timely manner to any of its requests or policy and technical directions. Only the six (6) firms identified in the above master enabling agreements are authorized and approved to perform seismic peer review services for CSU projects.
