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Executive Summary
The members of the CSU Office of the Chancellor Teaching grant “Building a Consortium of CSU Faculty Experts in Disaster Preparedness and Response Curricula and Research” successfully met all goals during the granting period.
· The grant lead to the formation of the CSU Disaster Management (DM) Faculty Consortium focused on all-hazards disaster management, and currently represented by multi-discipline and expert faculty from four CSU campuses: Long Beach, San Jose, San Diego, and Sacramento.  
· During monthly teleconferences and culminating with a one-day, evaluated,  workshop accompanied by a media advisory, the CSU DM Faculty Consortium along with faculty and staff from other CSU campuses identified and shared existing programmatic and curricular resources, to include HRSA bioterrorism educational modules, in emergency preparedness and response for students, health professionals and first responders.

· The CSU DM Faculty Consortium sent a letter to the CSU General Education    Advisory Committee (GEAC) regarding examination of the content areas that should be included in the undergraduate programs on each CSU campus related to disaster management.

· CSU Long Beach developed a website with a section devoted to the CSU DM Faculty Consortium, listing the identified programmatic and curricular resources on the four CSU campuses. The website serves as the point of dissemination of material to all CSU campuses and community partners.
· The CSU DM Faculty Consortium discussed and documented ideas on the development of new training modules and educational tools such as case studies, table-top exercises and Problem Based Learning (PBL) during the one day workshop.
· The CSU DM Faculty Consortium identified new research opportunities and partnerships to strengthen applications for available funding from federal, state and local funding streams.
Core Faculty Biosketches
Veronica Acosta-Deprez, PhD
California State University, Long Beach

Dr. Veronica Acosta-Deprez is currently an Associate Professor in the Department of Health Science at California State University, Long Beach. She has an undergraduate degree in nursing from St. Louis University, Philippines, and Masters and PhD degrees in Curriculum and Instruction specializing in educational technology and public health from the University of Wisconsin, Madison. Her professional and research interests, in which she has several publications and presentations, are in the areas of curriculum design and development, program evaluation, issues of race, class and gender in health care and health education, international health, multicultural health education, community-based participatory program planning, and disaster preparedness and management. Dr. Acosta-Deprez has also received funding on service grants related to program assessment and evaluation, as well as research grants on health care access and community-based participatory research. Most recently, Dr. Acosta-Deprez and Dr. Gunatilake have been recipients of a HRSA grant to develop a Bioterrorism and Disaster Preparedness Curriculum to train students as volunteers, staff, and managers in the event of a disaster. 

Stephanie Brodine, MD

San Diego State University
Dr. Stephanie Brodine is board certified in Internal Medicine and Infectious Diseases with extensive research, teaching, and field epidemiology experience. Her primary area of expertise is in HIV/AIDS and sexually transmitted infections, with an emphasis on molecular epidemiology, behavioral epidemiology and interventions. Dr. Brodine is the Clinical Director for the Department of Defense (DoD) HIV/AIDS Prevention Program (DHAPP). This program is providing fiscal and technical support to over 30 countries worldwide, with predominance in sub-Saharan Africa. Dr. Brodine’s primary appointment is with the Graduate School of Public Health (GSPH), at San Diego State University where she is a Professor and Division Head of Epidemiology and Biostatistics. She is also co-Director of the doctoral program in Epidemiology, which is joint with the UCSD School of Medicine. Through the GSPH, Dr Brodine has helped establish a bi-national academic community based program, with the Universidad Autónoma de Baja California, School of Medicine, Tijuana Baja, and UCSD School of Medicine. VIIDAI, which she is co-director, conducts clinical and public health interventions in colonias and migrant camps in San Quentin, Baja. She is also Program Director for an NIH funded Native American Research Center for Health (CA NARCH), in partnership with the Indian Health Council.

Dr. Timothy A. Capron has over twenty-five years of experience managing complex organizations as an officer in both the United States Marine Corps and the United States Army.  Many of his assignments were directly related to security and safety and loss prevention.  He was a security inspector for the Department of Defense Nuclear Weapon’s sites worldwide, was an instructor at the Defense Nuclear Weapons School teaching response to nuclear accidents/incidents and was Chief of Safety and Security for the Army and Air Force Exchange Service, Europe.  He currently teaches courses in security systems, leadership and management and violence and terrorism at the upper division and graduate level.  He also manages the special major in Fire Service Management.

Frances L. Edwards, PhD, CEM is the Director of the Master of Public Administration program and Associate Professor at San Jose State University. She was Director of the Office of Emergency Services in San Jose for 14 years, including one year as acting assistant chief, San Jose Fire Department. She was Director of San Jose’s Metropolitan Medical Task Force (MMTF), a CBRNE terrorism response unit, and head of the four county “San Jose Urban Area Security Initiative.” She chaired the 2006 NATO STS-CNAD meeting for 20 nations in Portugal, and presented a paper there on the evolution of American emergency management. Dr. Edwards is a member of the Stanford University Working Group on Chemical and Biological Warfare, and has been on the Executive Session on Domestic Preparedness at the Kennedy School of Government at Harvard University, the National Academy of Sciences Institute of Medicine MMRS review committee, and Seismic Safety Commission. Her publications include a Mercury News op-ed on homeland security, NATO and Terrorism with Dr. Fredrich Steinhausler, Saving Community Lifelines with Brian Jenkins and over 25 articles in journals. Dr. Edwards was named Public Official of the Year 2002 by Governing Magazine. She has a Ph.D. in public administration, Master of Urban Planning, MA in Political Science (International Relations) and a Certificate in Hazardous Materials Management.
Louise S. Gresham PhD, MPH, Principle Invesitgator
San Diego State University

Dr. Gresham is the Senior Epidemiologist for the San Diego County, Health and Human Services Agency/Epidemiology Division and Associate Research Professor with the SDSU. Graduate School of Public Health, Epidemiology and Biostatistics. She is the Faculty Coordinator of the Masters of Science in Public Health, with a specialization in Global Emergency Preparedness and Response. She has over 18 years of experience in the conduct and supervision of infectious disease surveillance, alert and response activities and is active in the development of health policies. Dr. Gresham is Site Coordinator for the San Diego, U.S. Mexico Border Infectious Disease Surveillance Program. In addition, Dr. Gresham also serves the CDC as a member of the expert panel on the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention Framework for Evaluation of Surveillance Systems. She is the Principle Investigator of the Native American Alliance on Emergency Preparedness (NAAEP) and focuses on biological related terrorism. Recently, she authored a contributing chapter “Case Detection, Outbreak Detection and Outbreak Characterization” in Biosurveillance (Wagner MM, Elsivier Press, 2006). 

Sarath Gunatilake, MD, Dr. PH

California State University, Long Beach

Sarath Gunatilake, MD, Dr. PH is an American Board Certified Occupational Medicine Physician and former Chair of the Health Science Department at California State University, Long Beach (CSULB).  Professor Gunatilake has been a consultant to many International Health Organizations, such as UNICEF, World Health Organization, the South Pacific Commission, and the World Bank.  He is the co-principal investigator for the CSULB,  CDC-HRSA grant on Curriculum Development for Bioterrorism.  He was a member of a panel of consultants who assessed the damage to the health care sector during the South Asian Tsunami in Sri Lanka.  Professor Gunatilake has contributed many guest lectures, publications, and consultation services in Disaster Management to a number of local and international organizations, such as the Long Beach Department of Health and Human Services, the World Health Organization, and the government of Sri Lanka. 

Guna Selvaduray, PhD

San Jose State University

Guna earned his MS and PhD from Stanford University and his B. Eng. from Tokyo Institute of Technology.  A significant part of his research over the last 20 years has focused on nonstructural hazard mitigation, hazardous materials problems caused by earthquakes, and protection of building contents and plant equipment from earthquake damage, with research grants funded by NSF, USGS, California State Government and the private sector.  At SJSU Guna created the Collaborative for Disaster Mitigation (CDM), a public-private-academic partnership focused on implementing hazard mitigation to reduce societal losses.  Guna was the Co-Chair of the Disaster Resistant California Conference series for 2003 ~ 2005.  He consults for high-tech industries in Silicon Valley and in Japan.  Prior to SJSU he spent 12 years in the private sector, in manufacturing, consulting, and government research.  Guna has 100 publications, and over 100 technical presentations. She led the formation of Long Beach Unified School District’s multi-agency School Crisis Response Team and CSULB’s Volunteer Crisis Resource Team – a partnership of University Police, Student Services, and Counseling and Psychological Services. In 2004, she won CSULB’s Community Service Award, and in 2006, the Presidential Volunteer Service Award.

She is author or co-author of numerous publications, including the UNICEF book Children in War,  A Guide to the Provision of Services. As a UNICEF consultant to the Nicaraguan Ministry of Education, she led the development and implementation of Nicaragua’s first national Peace Education program.  She led the development of UNICEF’s first Country Programme for Emergency and Long-Term Humanitarian Assistance to South Africa.

I am writing to the General Education Advisory Committee (GEAC) as a representative of a multi-campus consortium of CSU faculty (see below) who are experts in a variety of disciplines related to disaster preparedness and response. The occasion of the current review of the CSU General Education requirements has opened the door to the examination of the content areas that should be included in the undergraduate programs on each CSU campus. Our consortium recognizes that it is not the purview of GEAC to prescribe specific content to be included in campus GE curricula.  Nonetheless, the well-established risks within California from manmade or natural disasters beg the question – should every college-educated citizen be knowledgeable in some aspect of disaster mitigation, preparation, response, or recovery? We are thus writing to GEAC with the aim of initiating a dialogue across the system of how best to produce an educated populace prepared to deal with any disaster.

Our consortium has recently received funding through a grant from the CSU Institute for Teaching and Learning to share and build upon innovative models of curriculum delivery in the area of disaster preparedness and response. We are fortunate that within the CSU there is widespread expertise in this arena from faculty from Criminal Justice, Education, Engineering, Environmental Science, Public Administration, Health Science, Public Health, Sociology, Psychology, Urban Studies and more.  Some examples below of existing curricular models will give a sense of the breadth of approaches that currently exist with the CSU.

· At CSU Long Beach, the Bioterrorism and Disaster Preparedness Curriculum Project (BDPCP) will develop a culturally relevant bioterrorism and disaster preparedness curriculum that is multidisciplinary, experiential and problem- based. The curriculum will be used to prepare prospective professionals in four disciplines of the College of Health and Human Services: Public Health, Nursing, Health Care Administration, and Professional Studies.  The students will acquire knowledge, skills and abilities to recognize, treat and efficiently report instances of a terrorist event or other public health emergency.  CSULB is also currently working on developing 2 undergraduate GE Disaster courses.  The first involves personal preparedness for disasters:  mitigation, preparation, response and recovery.  The second course will look at community preparedness and is being developed with a recreation and leisure studies faculty.  The psychology department also offers a mental health module applicable to emergency preparedness and response.  Disaster Psychology is part of the extra-curricular training for the Volunteer Crisis Resource Team at CSULB.  In addition to undergraduate curriculum, CSULB has a Master’s degree program in Emergency Management housed in the department of Professional Studies.  

· At CSU Sacramento, in the Criminal Justice program, courses are offered which span the entire system of justice administration in both public and private sectors.  The program encompasses multidisciplinary examinations of crime, crime control, the justice process, and justice institutions. The discipline addresses definitions, causation, prevention, investigation, legal process, treatment, rehabilitation, and research relating to crime and justice as well as the institutions of the justice system and their administration.  Curriculum includes the course Terrorism and Violence, which systemically examines political violence, responses by government institutions to that violence and implications of both for the administration of justice. Content is structured along a continuum, ranging from small scale violence to mass violence - assassinations, terrorism by sub-national and transnational organizations, state terror and genocide. In recent years political violence has progressively drawn the American governmental institutions, particularly justice agencies, into the global picture of violence committed by both domestic and international terrorists.

· At San Diego State University, under the public health major, undergraduates will develop and apply knowledge from multiple disciplines for the promotion and protection of the health of the human population, with consideration to principles of human rights and cultural perspectives. The undergraduate major in public health will be offered through the College of Health and Human Services.  The program will develop students’ basic competencies in public health concepts, theories, emerging infections and agents linked to bioterrorism, disease surveillance and control, border and global disease surveillance, disease prevention behaviors, distribution and development of disease through epidemiological assessment and community program development, implementation, and evaluation.  Individual modules developed on emergency preparedness and response will be distributed to multiple Colleges. The undergraduate courses can lead to student’s (1) preparation for entry-level positions in public health agencies and health services organizations, or (2) graduate study in public health, homeland security, medicine, business, law, and other professions that deal with emergency preparedness and response. 

· SJSU is home to the Collaborative for Disaster Mitigation (CDM), a unique public-private-academic effort to work towards reducing the impact of disasters by focusing on hazard mitigation.  CDM was initially funded by FEMA through a Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP) grant awarded in July 2000.  All of the local jurisdictions in Santa Clara and San Mateo counties are partners in CDM.  Most of the major Silicon Valley companies are also partners.  CDM has carried out a variety of hazard mitigation projects and is the host of two conference series – the Disaster Resistant California Conference series and the Business Continuity Planning Conference series.  Through CDM several SJSU faculty members and students have been actively involved in several hazard mitigation projects. CDM staff has also been investigating ways to incorporate emergency preparedness materials into the pre-service teacher education program. Before the formation of the Collaborative, the College of Engineering and the City of San Jose Office of Emergency Management partnered with National Science Foundation-funded National Center for Earthquake Engineering Research to put on a conference for teachers on earthquake education. As a result of that conference there was consensus that students at all levels needed to be exposed to more information about the hazards in California and the appropriate personal response to those hazards. CDM leadership is currently working with the College of Education to seek pre-service teacher education courses in which information on emergency preparedness could be included. This has led to a discussion of the need for students in all majors to become more knowledgeable about the hazards of living in California and the mitigation steps that they should take to save their lives and protect their property.   

It is too early in our deliberations for the consortium to propose to GEAC a specific structure on how to incorporate knowledge of disaster preparedness into the GE program. However, several aspects of a proposal are already taking shape. The first is that the interdisciplinary nature of the problems related to preparedness and response and the methods for addressing them are so widespread that any such proposal would allow curricular design to be drawn across a broad spectrum of disciplines. Second is that if we cannot develop a full course of study to address the need to enhance the knowledge of students in this area, we are inclined to believe that a modular approach within the existing curriculum could be undertaken to achieve our goal. Third, we recognize that the approach taken at each campus might vary greatly depending on its location, history, faculty, and needs. Urban campuses may differ greatly in approach from rural ones. Engineering focused programs may differ great from liberal studies.

The underlying goal of general education is to produce a broadly educated lifelong learner who has the ability to study any subject critically and effectively. There are times however when we, as a faculty, recognize certain domains to which every student should be exposed. The technology revolution has spurred the need for an Information Competency requirement. The growing diversity of our population has spurred the development of multicultural competencies. In California, disaster preparedness may be of such importance that we should require every graduate to be knowledgeable in some way as to how to be effective in preparation and response and act as culturally competent volunteers who are willing to intervene and assist disaster management personnel who are assigned to work within their own cultures. Our consortium stands ready to offer our expertise to this effort. We are currently compiling a list of courses across the system that apply, and we are hosting our first systemwide meeting to discuss this effort April 24, 2006 at CSU Long Beach. We would welcome the opportunity to present to GEAC our findings and to participate in any discussion on how best to prepare California for the future.

5. Out of the “CSU Box” Idea?: 
Because CSU resources for adding additional classes are limited on each campus, and because of the importance of homeland security skills at this time, CSU should develop a multi-campus degree program allowing students to benefit from distance learning, web-based learning and other non-traditional methods for maximizing the benefits of available resources on diverse campuses. Offer modules or courses across various campuses, but permit students to take courses wherever available and count toward their degree (WASC only requires 25% of coursework to be taken in residence). An example of a distance learning option is the SJSU MTM emergency management course.
6. Outcomes Assessment:

a. Planning/Preparation/Training Assessment:

i. “Accrediting” Many professional associations have begun issuing professional certifications in homeland security related fields. The International Association of Emergency Managers is authorized by FEMA to issue the "Certified Emergency Manager" status based on course work, experience and testing. Professional organizations in security and business continuity also offer certifications currently, and others are developing them: e.g., International Association of Emergency Managers (IAEM) has been approved to become an accrediting agency for emergency managers (not schools); others may be working toward accreditation standards (e.g., Association of Threat Assessment Professionals—ATAP)

ii. DHS-funded ‘Reality Response Inc.’: (software developer) computer simulation 

b. Post-Disaster Response Efficacy (Program) Evaluation:

i. Table-top Exercises/Simulations

ii. Internship-based Expert/Professional Evaluations

iii. Assessment Center Model (role-play, video feedback, computer simulation)

CONFERENCE EVALUATION SUMMARY

The evaluation consisted of 9 questions. Three of the questions evaluated the effectiveness of the conference based on a 1 to 5 Likert scale – 1 representing the lowest rating and 5 representing the highest. Four of the questions were qualitative open-end. One question was designed to assess the professions of the evaluators. There were 21 evaluations completed.

Conference Participants: Of the 21 responses 71.4% (n=15) were from CSU professors, 9.5% (n=2) were from health professionals, and 19% (n=4) did not answer. 

Conference Satisfaction: This section of the evaluation looked at the participants overall satisfaction with various components of the conference. 100% of the respondents replied that the conference met their expectations. The average response for satisfaction with registration materials, printed conference programs, and PowerPoint materials was 4.86, 4.79 and 4.80 respectively (based on a 1-5 Likert scale). The average response for satisfaction with time allotted for presentations, quality of presenters and relevance to job/profession was 4.57, 4.87 and 4.93 respectively. Satisfaction with food and lodging received an average response of 4.73 and 4.14.

Effectiveness of Conference Goals: This section of the evaluation asked participants to judge how effectively the conference goals were met. “Effectively established consortium among CSUs”, and “shared existing curricular resources” received an average response of 4.39 and 4.58. The average response for “effectively discussing future options” and “developing new training modules” was 4.32 and 4.00. The average response for “effectively creating service-learning programs” and “finding research opportunities and funding” was 3.89 and 4.00.

Among the conference limitations and weaknesses participants mentioned were limited participation, could have benefited from more structural order as well as clear outcomes, limited time, no clear next steps, difficult to see screen, some speakers did not speak clearly, uncertain of future financial support for consortium, should have introductions at the start of conference. Among the conference strengths participants cited were the commitment and engagement of participants, strong support, mixture of presentations and break out, small size, terrific organization, openness, diversity of disciplines, good quality of presenters, expertise, camaraderie, time allotted to each session, networking. Participants rated the overall success of the conference at 4.78 with 78% (n=14) giving a rating of 5 and 22% (n=4) giving a rating of 4. 

Suggestions and Comments:

Among the suggestions for future conferences participants cited were having more participants, diversifying the next round of participants, having a show and tell, including service learning faculty leaders like Pat Roszi (CSULB), should share curricular materials through website, conference should become a CSU sponsored event.

Among the additional comments participants mentioned were providing follow up email to participants, asking community partners to participate.

◘ The CSU DM Faculty Consortium was informed of the publication of the new Handbook of Biosurveillance to use towards standardization of coursework in health event surveillance, Louise Gresham from SDSU is a contributing author.
◘ CSU DM Faculty Consortium will be invited to a one day seminar on Global/Border Emergency Preparedness and Response at SDSU, August 18, 2006; no cost registration.
◘ The CSU DM Faculty Consortium will explore a mechanism to continue the CSU Disaster Management Consortium teleconferences.
◘ The CSU DM Faculty Consortium discussed possibility of FIPSE Grant, but found that our proposal was not a good fit with FIPSE focus this year.
