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Rethinking Journalism Education: Preparing Journalists for the 21st Century is an effort to ensure that journalism education reflects and anticipates changes in the media industry. It began with a summit of journalism educators in the California State University and California Community College systems on Feb. 23-24, 2006 in Morro Bay, Calif. Nearly 70 journalism educators from 29 schools attended the summit, which was funded by a grant from the CSU Institute for Teaching and Learning and co-sponsored by the Journalism Association of Community Colleges. 

Introduction:
The field of journalism is changing dramatically. Declining newspaper readership; the development of the Internet and multimedia storytelling; more diverse and more demanding media consumers; the rise of blogging and citizen journalism; increasing public distrust of traditional media outlets; the evolution of new media technologies; and the explosion of community, ethnic and alternative media have all contributed to a tectonic shift in the journalistic landscape. 

Many journalism educators believe that aspiring journalists need to develop new skills and competencies to succeed in this radically different professional world. But what are those skills and how should we teach them? How can we fit these new skills and new issues into our curricula? What do journalism educators need to know about new media technologies and this evolving media environment? What do faculty and students need to understand about diversity to better serve media consumers? How can journalism programs in the California State University and community college system in California prepare students for this rapidly evolving field? 

Journalism educators from 12 CSUs and 19 community colleges gathered at the Inn at Morro Bay, in centrally located Morro Bay, Calif., on Feb. 23-24, 2006 to discuss these issues. 
Proposed outcomes of the summit:

· To promote communication and collaboration among journalism educators in the CSU and community colleges 

· To bring journalism educators in the CSU and community college system together to talk about how best to prepare the next generation of journalists 

· To educate journalism educators about the shifting media landscape 

· To help journalism educators plan curricula to respond to changes in the field 

· To seek, share and discuss innovative approaches to teaching journalism 

· To begin a dialogue about journalism education that can continue in the form of listserv discussions, collaborative research and future meetings.

On Friday, Feb. 24, Bruce Koon, vice president of Knight Ridder Digital, gave a keynote address, “The Future of Media.“ Julian Do, co-director of New America Media, followed with a presentation on “The Rise of Ethnic Media.”
Journalism educators gathered for lunchtime roundtable discussions on these topics:

· Blogging
· Convergence/Multimedia
· New Directions in Photojournalism
· Teaching in the Multicultural Classroom
· New Directions in Broadcast Journalism
· Retooling the Newswriting Course.
Later In the afternoon, journalism educators presented teaching innovations on diversity, multimedia storytelling, community journalism, newswriting, curriculum development and community journalism. In these breakout sessions, attendees were able to share teaching techniques and ask questions of one another.
Finally, participants broke into groups by geographic region to discuss plans for follow-up. Several agreed to organize regional meetings for faculty to discuss issues of common concern, including articulation agreements for transfer students, and changes in program requirements and curriculum.
Though the summit formally ended Friday evening, many participants stayed for part or all of the Journalism Association of Community Colleges’ Mid-Winter Faculty Conference, which continued for the next two days at the same hotel. Most of the four-year schools participated in a fair on Saturday morning, where programs could exhibit recruiting materials and community college faculty could meet with representatives of the four-year schools. This provided a valuable recuiting opportunity for CSUs.

Outcomes of the summit:

· Journalism educators in the CSU and community college systems met, networked and shared ideas 

· Participants discussed a variety of strategies for preparing the next generation of journalists 

· Journalism educators learned from presenters and each other about the changing media landscape
· Journalism educators shared curricular innovations 

· Organizers set up a blog (http://rethinkingjournalismed.blogspot.com/) where summit participants could share reflections on the summit
· Organizers are discussing the possibility of organizing a second meeting for journalism educators in California in 2007 or possibly even making this an annual event
· In follow-up surveys distributed at the end of the summit and four months later, several participants said they had made changes in course curriculum in response to the summit
