Academic Search Elite (EBSCOHost)

c.   Refine your search to get only articles from scholarly (i.e. peer reviewed or refereed) journals.  How many did you find?

ABI/Inform Global and Newsstand (ProQuest)
     Using the Advanced Search method, construct a search statement that is likely to retrieve articles about the ethics or morals of employees or accountants working for the accounting firm, Arthur Andersen.  Exclude articles from the Wall Street Journal.

a.. Write down your search statement using the Boolean connectors (or, and, w/n, and not) to separate keywords and use the appropriate ABI/Inform truncation symbols (* or ?) where needed to get the most out of your search.  Search only ABI/Inform Global, not the all-inclusive database, and go back only 12 months in time. 

b.  How many articles do you find when you search in citation and abstract only?  

c.  How many articles do you find when you search in citation and article text?

d.  How many of the titles you found in the above search were from scholarly or peer reviewed journals?  

Lexis-Nexis Academic Universe
Go to Guided News Search, select the General News category, and search for articles on the same subject and from the same time period as in ABI/Inform.  

a.  Rewrite the search statement you used in your ABI/Inform search using the appropriate Lexis-Nexis operators and truncation symbols.  Search in full text only.

b.  How many major newspaper articles did you find?
