Per Full-Time Equivalent Student
There total support cost is defined as the expenditures for current operations, including payments made to the students in the form of financial aid, and all fully reimbursed programs contained in state appropriations.  The average support is determined by dividing the total cost by the number of full-time equivalent students (FTES).  The CSU 2007/08 final budget, total support cost is $4,477,678,000 and enrollment is 356,296 FTES.  The following table summarizes the total support cost and average cost per FTES with division by General Fund (GF) state appropriation, student fee support, and reimbursements:

1Student fee support represents fee revenue deposited in the State Treasury.  The average CSU 2007/08 academic year, resident, undergraduate student fees required to apply to, enroll in, or attend the university is $3,521.  However, the costs paid by individual students will vary depending on campus, program, and whether a student is part-time, full time, resident or non-resident.  
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
