This year, the CSU faced a budget reduction of $564 million due to an unprecedented drop in state General Fund support.





In order to close this gap the CSU took four actions: negotiating furloughs, raising student fees, making unallocated campus cuts, and reducing enrollment.





Over the next two-years the CSU plans to reduce system enrollment by 40,000 students. As a result, at least 12 of the university's 23 campuses are impacted for 2010–twice as many as last year–and that means these campuses will not accept freshmen applications after midnight on Nov. 30, 2009 and may require higher admissions criteria for out-of-area students. ��Impacted campuses for fall 2010 include Chico, Fresno, Fullerton, Long Beach, Northridge, Pomona, San Diego, San Francisco, San José, San Luis Obispo, San Marcos, and Sonoma.





Other campuses, including Bakersfield, Channel Islands, Dominguez Hills, East Bay, Humboldt, Los Angeles, Maritime Academy, Monterey Bay, Sacramento, San Bernardino and Stanislaus, are not impacted and will continue to accept applications until they reach their enrollment targets.








Even with recent fee increases, the CSU continues to be accessible and affordable.





More than 187,000 CSU students will pay no fee increase due to increases in the State University Grants, federal grants, CSU fee waivers, and newly expanded federal tax credits.  





Also, the CSU is the largest recipient of federal Pell Awards, and the federal stimulus package will provide an additional $81 million for 120,000 of the CSU’s neediest students.  Students who qualify may receive up to $5,350 per year. 





On average, factoring in financial aid, undergraduate families who make $75,000 or less will not pay any fees.  





Financial aid and federal tax credits will also be available for many other students, including families with incomes of up to $180,000.
