CSU Budget Update

The Board will hear an overview of the CSU’s 2006-07 Budget and the response of the California State University to the Legislative Analyst Office’s budget recommendations.  The Governor has proposed $215 million in new revenue for the California State University, fully funding the trustees’ budget request for 2006-07 based on the Higher Education Compact, and providing enough funds to eliminate student fee increases scheduled for fall 2006. 

English and Math Proficiency of CSU Freshmen

Trustees will hear the report on English and math proficiency of CSU freshmen entering in fall 2005. This annual report provides information about the extent to which CSU freshmen are ready at time of entry for college-level work. The report shows that freshman readiness in math and English has increased at a modest pace over the last four years. The report says that a larger investment of time is required to achieve the systematic changes needed to ensure that students graduate from high school with the expected college-level skills. The Trustees will also hear an overview on systemwide efforts and partnerships to address college readiness.

 

Evaluation of CSU’s Teacher Preparation Programs 

The outcomes of the annual evaluation of CSU teacher preparation programs will be presented to the Trustees as an information item. The report will show that the CSU is effective in the preparation of K-12 teachers in subject-matter and also in pedagogical preparation.

CSU campuses use the evaluation results as constructive feedback to make substantive improvements in the preparation of future teachers.

The California State University will appoint the president for CSU Monterey Bay. The three finalists are Peter A. Facione, former provost and current professor of philosophy, Loyola University Chicago; Dianne F. Harrison, vice president for academic quality and external programs, Florida State University; and Anny Morrobel-Sosa, dean of science and technology, Georgia Southern University.
