Naming of East Bay President

   Trustees are expected to name a new president for CSU East Bay.  Candidates include James W. Kho, Lois Muir, Judy K. Sakaki, Mohammad H. Qayoumi.
CSU Budget Discussions

   Trustees will hear a report on the CSU budget discussions and actions by the Senate and Assembly budget subcommittees, as well as the results of the Governor’s May Revise.

   The Governor’s January proposal for the 2006-07 budget provides an augmentation of $218.3 million to the CSU. This new funding continues the fiscal recovery of the CSU budget after three years of budget reductions totaling more than $524 million. 

   The CSU assumes the 2006-07 budget will contain approximately $2.8 billion from the state General Fund, $1.2 billion from fee revenue, and $49 million from lottery revenue. The total general operating support will be just under $4.5 billion.

   In the January budget, the Governor proposed to eliminate the student fee increase of 8 percent proposed by the CSU. If that proposal is approved by the legislature, the fees will remain at current levels during 2006-07.
Trustees to Review Students Costs

   Trustees will hear a report on student costs of attendance at the CSU in contrast to such costs at comparable institutions. The cost of attendance includes mandatory campus fees and tuition; books and school supplies; food, housing, and transportation; and personal expenses.  Students with dependents or with disabilities may have additional included expenses. The report draws upon a survey conducted by California’s Student Aid Commission as well as data from the National Center for Education Statistics.

   In determining CSU costs of attendance, the report focuses on full-time resident students, living off-campus at representative campuses in the greater Los Angeles area.  The average cost is estimated at $16,086 (national range: $14,795 – $26,100).  This places the CSU in the bottom quarter of comparison institutions. However, if the data is adjusted to recognize differing area costs of living, then the CSU campuses are the lowest among comparable institutions. 

Preparations being made for Education Doctorate 

    Trustees will consider a range of items in preparation for the launch of the new independent Doctor of Education.  One proposal would establish a systemwide CSU fee for Independent Educational Doctoral Degree Programs for the 2007-2008 academic year.  The fee would replace the State University Fee for students in that program and would be tied to a similar fee charged by the University of California. 

    A second proposal would create a new section in Title 5 to set out a CSU policy framework for doctoral programs including admissions, curriculum, academic requirements, and culminating experience (such as a dissertation).  The degree focuses on the preparation of administrative leaders of the public K-14 education sector.  The proposed framework was developed in consultation with the CSU Academic Senate.

   Amending the 2005-2006 Capital Outlay Program, Nonstate Funded to provide for construction of a university bookstore at Stanislaus.

   Amending the 2005-2006 Capital Outlay Program, State Funded to provide for solar photovoltaic projects at Chico, Dominguez Hills, and San Luis Obispo; the construction of a fuel cell satellite heating and cooling plant at Northridge; and energy infrastructure improvements at San Bernardino.

   Accepting the transfer from the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration of a 16.7 acre bay front property near Tiburon for use by San Francisco State as a marine research station.

   Approving the Campus Master Plan Revision for San Francisco State University.

   Approving schematic plans for a recreation center at Bakersfield and Phase 3 of San Bernardino’s Palm Desert Off-Campus Center.

Committee on Educational Policy

   Amending the Constitution of the Academic Senate California State University to modify the formula determining the size of campus delegations.  The result would be a slightly smaller Senate.

   A proposal to increase student membership on the Academic Council on International Programs from three to four to permit student representation on a new standing committee.

Committee on Finance

   A resolution authorizing auxiliary organization financing at San Jose State for the purchase of property that increases acreage at the Moss Landing Marine Laboratory.

Committee on Governmental Relations

   Approving the 2005-2006 Legislative Report No. 9.

Committee on Institutional Advancement

   Naming the Integrated Sciences Complex Wing A at Cal State L.A. as LaKretz Wing in recognition of $2.5 million in contributions to the campus by the LaKretz Family Foundation. The gifts include capital funding as well as an environmental science endowment.

   Naming a new athletic facility at Sacramento State as the Broad Athletic Facility in recognition of the $2 million contribution of the Eli and Edythe L. Broad Foundation.  The gift will fund construction of a new athletic facility and field house.

   Naming the construction engineering and management program at San Diego State as the J.R. Filanc Construction Engineering and Management Program in recognition of a $3 million endowment fund gift by Jack R. and Jane E. Filanc.

   Approving a funding agreement between the Palm Desert Redevelopment Agency and the Foundation for CSU San Bernardino and naming a facility the Palm Desert Health Sciences Building.

Committee on Organization and Rules

   Approving a schedule of Board meetings for 2007. Dates would be January 23-24, March 13-14, May 15-16, July 10-11, Sept. 18-19, Oct. 25, Nov. 13-14.

Committee on University and Faculty Personnel

   Approving compensation for the new president at Monterey Bay, Dianne F. Harrison, in the amount of $230,016.

Trustees will also vote on a new chair and vice chair for the Board of Trustees for 2006-2007; approve committee assignments; and make appointments to the Calif. Postsecondary Education Commission.
