The 2008-09 CSU Budget

The Board of Trustees will hear  an overview of the state’s fiscal condition, specific recommendations by Governor Schwarzenegger on the CSU budget, and a comprehensive report on student fee revenue and budget priorities funded with student fee revenue. On Jan. 10, the governor proposed a $312.9 million cut to the CSU budget that was approved by the Board of Trustees for the 2008/09 fiscal year. The governor’s budget fails to fund access for 10,000 students; $36 million in mandatory costs including employee health benefits, and compensation agreements for CSU faculty and staff. In addition, the $73.2 million in General Fund revenue that is needed to buy out a student fee increase  is not included in this year’s budget. Based on the governor’s budget, funding of $386.1 million is needed to fund 2.5 percent enrollment growth, employee compensation, mandatory costs, and avoid a student fee increase. 
The board will also be presented information regarding the impact on students of fee increases, the availability of financial aid (grants, loans, and work study) and the budget priorities funded with student fee revenue. 

CSU receives $326 million in donations in 2006/07

The trustees will receive a report on  CSU’s record $326 million in new gifts and commitments from donors in 2006-07. Charitable gift receipts (a combination of new gift receivables and pledge payments) totaled nearly $234 million, up significantly from the previous year’s $216 million. Alumni and friends provided more than $13 million for student scholarships, $44 million was also donated for library operations, athletics, public service programs and other operational support. Academic programs and faculty compensation garnered $41 million, while applied research received $7 million.  University endowments also grew by $51 million.

Federal Agenda

The Board of Trustees will vote to adopt the 2008 CSU Federal Agenda, a legislative program that will include both policy and project priorities for the U.S. Congress. Some of the proposed policy priorities for 2008 include: Pell Grants, Science, Technology, Engineering and Mathematics (STEM) fields, veterans education, and international education programs. Project proposals for 2008 include the Agricultural Research Initiative, the Strategic Language Initiative, and the CSU Regional Biotechnology Training Facilities Project.

The 2008-2013 strategic plan for the newly named Center for Community Engagement will be presented to the board. The center is a driving and innovative force that advances the university’s systemwide and multi-campus commitment to serving the economic, public policy and social needs of our state.
