1)

All payments shall be considered provisional and subject to adjustment within the total estimated cost in the event such adjustment is necessary as a result of an adverse audit finding against the Collaborator.

Terms & Conditions


Collaborator agrees to comply with the terms and conditions required under the Prime Award and other Special Conditions as follows: 

1. Collaborator will carry out the project associated with the Governor’s Office of Homeland Security Grant Program.  The US Department of Homeland Security, through the Office for Domestic Preparedness provides funding to California to enhance the ability of the state, urban areas, local jurisdictions and certain non-profit organizations to prevent, deter, respond to and recover from threats and incidents of terrorism.
