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Admission Application Fee Waiver Procedure 
 

 
The California State University has established policies and procedures to respond to the needs of California 
residents for whom payment of the admission application fee may constitute undue financial hardship. In addition to 
being a California resident, an applicant must be a U.S. citizen, permanent resident, or otherwise eligible as a lawful 
immigrant in order to receive the benefit of a fee waiver. Applicants or their parents, if appropriate, must provide 
limited financial information on the “Request to Waive Admission Application Fee” for the campus to determine 
that the fee would represent an undue financial hardship. The income criteria used to determine eligibility for the fee 
waiver are based on national standards for purposes of determining eligibility for student financial aid programs or 
for other public benefits. 
 
The income criteria used to determine eligibility for single independent applicants and independent applicants 
without dependents other than a spouse represent the 2009 poverty guidelines established by the U.S. Department of 
Health and Human Services. For dependent applicants and independent applications with dependents other than a 
spouse, the criteria represent the approximate income at which no contribution would be expected from the parents 
or the independent student based on the federal need analysis methodology for student financial aid programs for 
2010-2011. 
 
When an admission application is received without the required fee, the campus office of admission retains the 
application and a request for payment is sent to the applicant along with the “Request to Waive Admission 
Application Fee.”  If the request for fee waiver is denied, the campus will notify the applicant that he or she has up 
to 30 days to pay the required fee for the admission application to be processed. Applicants applying for admission 
through CSUMentor are provided an opportunity to apply electronically for a fee waiver with immediate analysis of 
their eligibility. 
 
All campuses permit applicants to retain the initial filing date as priority date for admission consideration. However, 
applicants are required to submit application fees or approved fee waiver appeals within campus-specific time 
periods to maintain the initial application filing date as the priority date.

CSU Executive Order (EO) No. 1033, “General Education-Breadth Requirements,” includes the following, 
“Campuses may permit ‘double counting’ of courses for General Education-Breadth and major requirements and 
prerequisites only after giving careful consideration to the impact of such actions on General Education-Breadth 
programs. Decisions to permit double counting in General Education-Breadth and a degree major may be made only 
after an approval is provided through specific campus curricular processes.”

Applicants who 
have been accepted are expected to notify the campus of their intent to enroll and make required enrollment deposits 
by a date specified by the campus. Enrollment confirmation deposits are applied against the State University Fee 
payable at the time of registration for students who matriculate. However, the enrollment confirmation deposit is 
forfeited if the applicant does not enroll. Students eligible to receive financial aid and/or fee waivers will not be 
required to pay the enrollment deposit. Check with the campus for additional details regarding waivers or 
deferments of the enrollment deposit.

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Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) 
Undergraduate Admission Requirement 

 
 
Undergraduate applicants, regardless of citizenship, whose preparatory education was principally in a language 
other than English, must demonstrate English competency by receiving a minimum score on the Test of English as a 
Foreign Language (TOEFL). Students who have attended a secondary level educational institution where English 
was the principal language of instruction for at least three years full time will not be held to the TOEFL admission 
requirement. Campuses specify the conditions for meeting the requirement of three years full-time English language 
instruction. 

 
Individual campuses establish TOEFL scores based on campus-specific factors such as the nature of instruction 
offered, the availability of instruction in English as a second language, and student enrollment demand. The CSU 
campuses have established the following minimum TOEFL scores for undergraduate admission during the 2008-

Transfer Credit Summary 
 
Campuses provide to the transfer student a summary of courses that are being accepted for transfer. The following 
information indicates when CSU campuses provide the “Summary of Transfer Credit” to transfer students.

Chico Upon receipt of all required transcripts and the “intent to enroll”, a transfer credit 
evaluation will be available online during the first semester of attendance.  

Dominguez Hills At Orientation for those who attend; otherwise, during the first semester of 
attendance. 

East Bay At Orientation or during the first two quarters of attendance. All matriculated 
students can view their degree progress report in MyCSUEB. Transfer credits will 
show by the second full term of enrollment. 

Fresno Prior to registration for the first semester. 
Fullerton Except for those admitted on self-reported information, a preliminary GE evaluation 

or a preliminary Titan degree audit (TDA) may be available to students at the time of 
admission. TDA information may be found at http://titanonline.fullerton.edu. 
Following logon, click on Titan Online. Final transfer credit summaries or TDA 
summaries are completed during the student’s first semester of enrollment if all 
official and final transcripts have been received.

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Work Experience Credit Awarded by

Under the provisions of Executive Order No. 365, CSU campuses have discretion to grant the awarding of 
baccalaureate credit for learning, knowledge, and skills based on experience. All CSU campuses accept transfer 
baccalaureate level credits and work experience awarded by the California Community Colleges (CCC).
