Old Business

2.  Merchant Fees Increase

As had been requested at the May FSAC meeting, Oliver Ravela, Banking Services Analyst, was on hand to make a presentation on bank charges.  He identified the types of charges incurred by campuses and discussed strategies to reduce fees:
· By collapsing subaccount structures

· By encouraging electronic deposits

· By shifting check payments to ACH

Oliver was asked if Wells Fargo allows remote deposits.  He can put the campus in touch with the appropriate bank representative to pursue this further and will examine the advantages of the service.

3.
NDI/IDL

Kelly Cox discussed the following issues:
A.
NACUBO program code to record IDL/NDI reimbursements from CSURMA - It was determined that the credit on campus books should be to the program code that incurred the expense.
B.
Central processing of UI – The CO has asked the EDD to change its billing practices and to direct its 4th quarter invoices to the CO.  Campuses will no longer pay UI to the EDD, nor will they record a due from/to the CO; data for reconciliation purposes, however, will be provided via Telex.  There will be no accrual of UI for 4th quarter as the amount is unknown at the time the books close for the year.  Kelly will provide further updates on this change at the next FSAC meeting.

Central processing of IDL/NDI – Beginning with the 4th quarter, it is the intent of the CO to reimburse these costs to the campuses through issue of CPOs based on FIRMS data (specifically through reference to balances in 603008, Industrial Disability, and 603009, Non-Industrial Disability).  This can only be accomplished if the FIRMS balances are accurate.  Kelly is working with several campuses to clean up their accounts.  If this is not completed by the end of the fiscal year, all campuses will need to bill the CO for these DL/NDL.
